RCA nodified its sinmilar video-disc player for automatic | oading
after honme tests showed snudgi ng from handling was a serious
problem RCA's video-only system however, has been based on discs



with grooves, nmaking the two systens inconpatible. JVC, RCA and
other firns devel opi ng mechani cal -type vi deo-di sc systens have been
conducting tal ks, though, trying to establish a conpatible standard.
RCA has been buying software and gearing up for marketing its
system perhaps in 1980.

Several inconpatible disc machines will
tease the eager buyer next year.

by John Free

If you're confused by ads citing advantages of one video-*tape*
machi ne over an inconpatible conpetitor, brace yourself. Mre
befuddl ement is brewing. Early next year, makers of two--and perhaps
three--mutual ly inconpatibl e video-*disc* players will each be
shouting the virtues of their products while cleverly knocking the

ot hers.

Battle lines between two differing disc technol ogi es took shape in
the early 1970's with denonstrations of early | ab prototypes. Despite
attenpts at standardi zation, the Iines hardened for two types of disc
pl ayers. Optical, involving touchless disc playback with a |aser
beam and nechani cal systenms, requiring contact between the disc and
pi ckup styl us.

Proponents of the nechanical system point out the basic sinplicity
of their approach and its |ow costs for mass narketing. Those favo-
ring optical systens stress the no-wear advantages of | aser-beam
pl ayback. (Lasers last over 10,000 hours.) Proponents of the optica



route al so say that nass production of optics and a switch to solid-
state lasers will cut prices.

Pictures |'ve seen fromthe newest Pioneer, Magnhavox, and RCA
pl ayers are all amazingly detailed and noise-free. What foll ows
shoul d hel p delineate the differences between these players.

Optical machines: |aser playback

Two optical video-disc players, made by Japan's Universal Pioneer
Corp. and by Magnavox here, are being test-marketed in a limted
nunber of cities. Magnavox plans nationw de sales this year, Pioneer
next year. The machines play conpatible 12-inch discs by bouncing a
focused | aser beamfroma spiral track of nicroscopic pits etched on
the disc's reflective surface. A clear plastic coating nakes the disc
i mMmune to dust and snudges from handling. Two types of discs are
sold: Those with a half hour per side of progranm ng play at 1800
rpm Player controls enable you to freeze a TV picture, quickly scan
a disc, play forward and reverse slow notion, or pick a specific TV
frame by displaying its nunber on the screen. Pioneer's VP-1000

pl ayer and renote control have a nunbered key pad for direct frame-
nunber sel ection; Magnavox's Magnhavi sion requires scanning to the
desired frame. Hour-per-side discs have nore than one TV frane on
each circular track, so freeze-frane and related features will not
work. (Playback rpm gradually changes frominner to outer tracks.)
Bot h pl ayers have output jacks for optional stereo hi-fi (or dual-

| anguage tracks). Pioneer Artists Inc. and other new software firns
will provide a stream of stereo/video mnusic performances. Al so, novie
makers plan to release filns to theaters and for discs al nost sinul-
taneously. Discs cost from$6 to $25. Both players, with mnor

vari ations, have | aser-based optics to play discs standardi zed by
Philips and MCA. A beamfroma laser is deflected by a prism and
mrrors through a lens onto the disc. Metal between pits flashes
light back to a photodetector for conversion to an electronic TV
signal. The entire mechanismnoves radially on a slide linked to

the el ectronic servo circuits that control its novenent.

RCA: grooved capacitance disc

RCA' s Sel ectaVi sion video-di sc pl ayer has been conpletely overhaul ed
since it was introduced and field-tested several years ago. The basic
pl ayback principle is unchanged: A stylus electrode, replaced every
two or three years, senses the TV signal as electrical capacitance
variations in disc grooves spinning at 450 rpm Playing tinme was
boosted to one hour per 12-inch disc side by doubling disc grooves to
just under 10,000 per inch. Hone tests showed that dust and other
groove contaninants from handling nessed up pictures. So, RCA's



i mproved Sel ectaVision has sealed disc "caddies." Slip the caddy into
a player slot and the disc is | oaded automatically. This contact-
free, seal ed-player approach sharply reduces groove contam nation
Spiral grooves, with four TV frames per revolution, do not permt
freeze-frame and sinilar features now. These operating features may
go into future step-up nodels using electronic nenories to store

i mges. Two fast-search buttons, though, let you junp the stylus
forward or back to quickly locate a scene visually. Also, two other
search buttons nmove the tone armand display its position as tine on
digital readouts. RCA does not plan to include stereo hi-fi capabil -
ity onits initial nodel, slated for nationw de marketing early next
year. The player's sinple construction, plus many mcrocircuits,
shoul d keep RCA's price under $500. Discs will be $15 to $20, depen-
ding on content. RCA' s |ow cost approach has gai ned powerful allies:
Zenith and undoubtedly other TV firnms will market or nmake Sel ecta-
Visions. CBS Inc. will help expand disc titles from 150 to 300 in the
first year. Prograns from several film conpanies range from cl assics,
nmusi cals, current films, and howto, to TV series such as "Star Trek"
(10 episodes) and "Victory at Sea" (a 90-minute version), and "Heidi"
and "Hans Brinker" for children

Vi ctor Conpany of Japan (or JVC here) rolled out a disc systemin 1978
that conbi nes the | ow cost aspects of SelectaVision with the operating
options--freeze-frane, slownmotion, etc.--of optical nachines. Not
only that, JVC included options for a super-hi-fi audio disc. It
calls the whol e package its VHD AHD system (vi deo and audi o hi gh den-
sity). Matsushita, Victor's parent firmin Japan, could offer VHIN AHD
through its Panasonic and Quasar subsidiaries. An announcenent about
marketing is expected this summer. VHD/ AHD hour - per-side discs are
just over 10 inches in diameter and rotate at 900 rpm Signals are
stored as capacitance variations, produced by mnute pits in the con-
ductive plastic. The stylus rests over several spiral tracks, distri-
buting pressure and mnineing wear. (Stylus life is 2000 hours,
roughly 10 times RCA's.) But the nmetal stylus electrode "reads" just
one information track and the tracking signals on either side of it.
These tracking signals keep the stylus on the right path by feeding
current to a coil/magnet conbination on the arm which can nove side-
ways. The cantilever armcan al so be stretched or shortened instantly
to correct for speed variations (tinme-base errors). Signals sent to
coils can be used to make the stylus replay one frame continuously,
nmove ahead or back at slow speed, etc. JVC has al so denonstrated an
optional random access unit with a wireless renote control for the
mai n VHD/ AHD pl ayer. It has nenories and nunbered key pads for pre-



programed di splay of selected TV franmes. Another plug-in option
unscranbles digitally coded audi o discs that have a dynam c range over
90 dB and ot her super-fidelity specifications. At this witing, JVC
has not reveal ed video software sources needed to sell its system
successfully. Europe's Thorn-EM Ltd., though, has agreed to produce
bot h players and software.

For the past year, |'ve been trying to find original, unused rubber belts for
Toshi ba, Hitachi, and Sanyo players to take precise nmeasurenments off. This woul d
be for the "CED Pl ayer Belt Replacenment Cuide" |I'mworking on. These don't
appear to be avail abl e anywhere, so | nmay have to finish the guide based on
approxi mati ons. But the good news is that nost of the belts were of f-the-shelf
designs, so it's just a matter of getting a substitute belt close enough to the
original to work.

Regardi ng the Toshi ba Turntable Drive Belt (also used in the Wards and El nro CEM
knockoffs), if the belt is nmerely falling off, it may sinply be installed

i nsideout. The turntable notor pulley in the Toshiba player is unflanged, and at
first thought one m ght wonder how the belt ever stays on it at all. Wat keeps
it in place is the natural "curl" of the flat rubber belt where the belt has a
tendency when pinched to curl in one direction or the other. Toshiba put a white
mark on the outside of their belts, so the belt should be installed with this
facing out. If the belt is broken or stretched to the point that it no | onger
fits, then a belt close in size to the original will work. The drive path in the
Toshi ba player is 31" and design convention dictates a belt 5 to 10% snaller in
circunference. Therefore a flat rubber belt 28" to 30" in circunference with a
wi dth of 0.3125" should work. The width is inportant, since narrower belts may
not have enough curl to keep themon the notor pulley. You may be able to find a
| ocal supplier for this size belt by checking in the phone directory under

They woul d
be priced to conpete with RCA s under-$500 Sel ectaVision disc palyer,
slated for introduction early in 1981. RCA recently dubbed its system
CED, for Capacitance Electronic Disc; it will also be sold by Sears
Roebuck.

Both the CED and VHD systens sense TV signals encoded as capacitance
variations in discs when a stylus contacts the disc surface. But
di scs for one systemare not conpatible with the other. Magnavox and
Pi oneer both expect to market their optical systens ($700-%$750)
nati onwi de next year, too. Optical discs, played back by a | aser
beam are conpatible between the Pioneer and Magnavox pl ayers.

But according to the publication RCA
Engi neer _ the first production title mastered was "Race for Your Life, Charlie
Brown", which curiously enough isn't even close to having the | owest nuneri cal
stock nunber. If you look at this title, you may notice the rai nbowstyle | abel
pattern. Oher titles with this rainbow pattern |ike "The Love Bug" and "The

Phi | adel phia Story" nmay be anong the first titles pressed, as this would make
sense from a manufacturing standpoint.

A recent question concerned "Wy does the turntable in ny SKT400 spin down at
vari abl e rates?" This response addresses turntable spin down in general. Since
the turntable has to go from450rpmto a conplete stop in a few seconds, a
braki ng mechanismis enployed. In all belt-driven turntables this is a



mechani cal friction system and in all direct drive turntables (except the Sanyo
VDR3000), braking is achieved by reversal of the drive coil magnetic fields.
Failure of the turntable to spin down in a tinmely fashion could be due to a weak
mechani cal friction system or in the case of reversed coil braking, could be
due to increased friction in the turntable nechanism At first though this seens
contradictory, since increased friction halts notion nore rapidly, but renenber
that increased friction also generates nore heat, and heat destroys nagnetic
fields. Wiile a disc is being played, the Hall Effect transducers near the
magnetic ring on the turntable create feedback that forces the mechanismto spin
the turntable at 450rpm |If there is excessive friction, the magnetic coils draw
nmore current to maintain the rate, which in turn produces nore heat, requiring
even nore current, etc. At the end of play, this excessive heat causes the spin
down phase to take | onger.

Here are areas to look at to elimnate excess friction

(1) Turntable height-- needs to be high enough so there is no friction with the
surroundi ng base.

(2) Turntable warpage-- Never hit a CED player while the turntable is spinning.
The turntable is very susceptible to damage fromthe inpact while its spinning.
The reason | nention this is that |'ve seen CED players (and conputer hard
drives, for that natter) that won't spin up unless first given a tap. In the
case of CED players this "stiction" condition is often caused by a turntable
shaft that was m stakenly greased (see item4).

(3) Mssing Thrust Plate-- J and K players have a small 1/4" plate under the
turntable shaft that is often mssing. Sonmetines a missing plate can be found
attached to the turntable nmagnetic ring, since it fell out during a previous
turntabl e renoval and was drawn to the ring.

(4) No Lubrication-- The turntable shaft should be lightly lubricated with
sewi ng machine oil. Avoid using notor oils (too thick and detergent content), as
well as 3-1n-1 Ol (vegetable oil content).

Even in the absence of excessive friction, the rate at which the turntable spins
down varies slightly each time the reject or unload button is pushed. This is
because coil reversal can be initiated in any one of four states dependi ng upon
the particular instant the button is pushed. It's preferable to allow the player
toinitiate the reject sequence at the end of play, but in any case, the raised
outer rimof the disc protects the grooves, and with Hitachi players, the small
diameter turntable only contacts the raised center section of the disc.

So, | took the disc to the bathtub and turned the
cold water on fairly hard, figured I could just spray the fibers off. That
got rid of some of the contam nation. Anyways, subsequent plays show that
the picture is inproving, it skips less than when | started, and the
silicone spray has no ill effects on the program nateri al

I think where | went wrong was using a non lint-free cloth. | think that
per haps using a chanois would be a better idea..

This issue has a couple of topics that bring back sonme nenories.

Regardi ng the breaks. My recollection is that there was great enphasis
on getting as nuch progranmi ng on one side as possible, regardl ess of
the "wi erdness" of the break. W all had players and as you ni ght

i magine we had a plethora of titles. As a matter of fact, we usually
got a stack of discs a day from DI SC Manufacturing. Anyway, we al ways
compl ai ned about the breaks to no avail as the Mastering Process was
very time consum ng and expensive. To redo the master was not possible
as the enphasis was on getting titles available and not necessarily
maki ng the breaks | ook good. Also as | recall the Mstering was done
essentially by engineering and not by a nore esthethiclly aware group
Agai n the enphasis was on getting as nuch on the disc as possible.

It was a perception at RCA that one of the disadvantages wi th Vi deoDi sc,
CED and LD, was that the programm ng on a side was a disadvantage. Al so,
it was thought that to put as nuch nmaterial on one side, regardless of
the total time of the programmi ng, was inportant to nmaxinize the "tine
to flip" for the customer. |In ny opinion, esthetics should have been
used first.

Also, the limted playback tine per side was an issue for RCA. The Star
Wars CED pushed the linmt for programm ng by having nore than one hour
on a side. By the way | recall finding the hanging dice in the

M | I eni um Fal con during one of ny system evaluations. Everyone thought
it was pretty cool. Video players did not do freeze frame very well
back then. The parody "Hardware Wars" showed the dice, highly nmagnified
of course, and | ow and behold there they were in the real novie only for
one scene.

It was also interesting about the nany conparisons that were made

bet ween CED and LD especially the technical ones. It was surprising to
us that LD had "skips" just like CED. 1t was a preception then that the
LD shoul d not have had the problemsince it was not a mechnaical pickup
like CED. W also thought that there was nore robust signal processing
on the front end than we had. Not the case. Their skip problens were,
in our opinion greater than ours. Also their recovery nechani smwas very
poor. Many times the LD would not recover. The CED players have a
"kicker" circuit so that if there is a skip or a | ocked groove the
uProcessor would kick the stylus to a groove that was clear. The DAXI
code was used to deternmine the location of the stylus. Recall that
there are (I hope | get this right) four frames or eight fields per



groove. Each field has a unique DAXI code that is sequential to the
previous one. If you take a disc out of a jacket and | ook at the pattern
, you will see areas that are identical. This is the NISC vertical
interval. If you have a very bad disc, try naking a clock out of it.
very cool |ooking. Rather |arge though.

Next was the delamnation of the LD's. This was a major problemfor
LD s and there were many recalls of titles. LD s were produces as two
separate discs and then | am nated together. A process that was never
fully perfected until later. As you mght recall the nunber of LD s was
greatly reduced after the denise of CED.

Well sorry for all the ranmblings, but you seemlike a group that m ght
appreciate the info and it is fun recalling a really exciting,
stimulating and rewarding tinme in ny engi neering career.

That's because the older transfers were often nmade fromprints, usually
made on lowcontrast film that in those days were handled by the lab in



the sane way as theatrical prints. This included addi ng change narks,
unl ess the studio advi sed ot herw se, because the networks and | oca
stations often used the change marks in the sane way that a theater
projectionist would. It also neant that the print was a third- or
fourth-generation elenent, just as a theatrical print.

Nowadays nost theatrical filns are transferred froma second-generation
el ement, neaning an interpositive, a "lo-con" print or a reversa

i nternegative, that was nmade directly from"The Negative" specifically
for video transfer use. (I call it "The Negative" because the best
existing filmis referred to that way, even though it may not
necessarily be the same piece of filmthat went through the canera. For
"Snow White," for exanple, this termrefers to the color negative that
was generated on the C neon systema few years ago, not the RGB negative
that was originally shot.) Not only does this greatly reduce generation
| osses, but there is no need for change marks. (Programs and
comrercials shot on filmfor TV are normally transferred directly from
the camera negative and then edited on tape. Feature filns can
transferred directly as well, but they usually aren't due to the risks

i nvol ved in taking "The Negative" out of the storage facility for a few
days for the transfer.)

Getting back to CED, a guy | know in Hollywood transferred the "rings”
animation (for RCA's stereo discs) and sone other stuff for RCA

Sel ectaVi sion back then, and he told nme that they were *very* fussy
about picture and sound quality. RCA was having its transfers done on

the Rank Cintel Mark 111 flying-spot scanner at a tine (only a few years
after the Mark Il was first adapted for NISC) when sone studios were

Along with the
new st ereo videodi scs, and hooked up to both your TV and a stereo system the
experience is al nost beyond description. RCA's stereo system al so i ncorporates
the CBS CX noi se reduction system which increases dynam c range while
decreasing noise levels. There are 8 stereo discs available now, wth perhaps
20- 30 avail able by year's end. Both of the new players feature video and stereo
audi o out put jacks, so connection direct to a video nonitor is possible. Also,
all the function control buttons are now sol enoid operated. And a special switch
| ets one play binaural discs, switching between L and R side information. The
SGT200 is alnmost identical to the current SFT100, at $349. The new SGI250,
however, is the pride and joy of the line. It has automatic |oading, and
wireless renote control. It costs just $399."

&M was a fam ly-run nmail order supplier of CED s for the entire CED production
era. This is the earliest D scNews newsletter |'ve been able to obtain, so if
anybody el se has these, | need all the 1981 and early 1982 editions, as well as
the March/April 1986 edition. G&M cl osed a few years after the last CED s were
rel eased when the founder went into retirenment. H s son, who was editor of

Di scNews, is now a well-known author of conputer "how to" books. | tried to get
Di scNews copies fromthem but everything was di sposed of when the business

cl osed.

In a nessage dated 97-05-25 10: 41: 24 EDT, Ted Dudziak wites:

<< It was surprising tous that LD had "skips" just like CED. It was a
preception then that the LD should not have had the problemsince it was not
a nechnai cal pickup

like CED. W also thought that there was nore robust signal processing

on the front end than we had. Not the case. Their skip problens were,

in our opinion greater than ours. Also their recovery nechani smwas very



poor. Many times the LD would not recover. >>

Actual ly, the skips fromearly MCA DiscoVision discs were due to the

combi nation of player and disc. The Magnavox Magnavi sion VH 8000 (and 8005)
pl ayers could only track near perfect discs, and thus did not do well with
the majority of software comming out of MCA' s Carson nain production and
Costa Mesa Pilot Plant. The introduction of Pioneer's VP-1000 for Christmas
1980, pretty nuch elinmnated all skipping except in the case of VERY
defective discs. Since MCA DiscoVision was pressing discs on what were
(slightly nodified) conventional LP record presses, and were NOT using cl ean
room condi tions (clean roonms at DiscoVision did not happen until |BM cane on
board), the tracks of the discs would end up out of spec. Even a track that
is slightly out of spec will cause the disc to LaserLock or skip. Pioneer

i ncorporated additional |ens novenent capability into thier VP-1000 to handl e
the out of spec tracks...this lead to Philips |odging an official conplaint
wi th MCA charging col |l usion between Pioneer and DiscoVision and w th hiding
the problens from Phili ps.

Wth the opening of Pioneer's Kofu plant in Japan, and the truly clean room
condi tions, skipping and | aser |lock were a thing of the past.

| bought ny first LD player X-Mas 81 (a Pioneer LD 1100) and the ski pping
problem even with DiscoVision titles was MJCH | ess severe than CED s. | got
my (SGT-250) CED player Jan 83, and was horrified by the skips. It was so
bad that | stopped buying CED discs alltogether, and wasn't until the rel ease
of the SJT-400 that | started buying again. (and while that player was MJCH
MJUCH better, it still would skip 100% nore than LD) Plus, you didn't have to
worry about skipping increasing with tinme on a LaserDisc (unless you
scratched it horribly) as you did with a CED.

>>Next was the delamnation of the LD s. This was a major problemfor
LD s and there were nmany recalls of titles. LD s were produces as two
separate discs and then | anminated together. A process that was never
fully perfected until later. As you might recall the nunber of LD s was
greatly reduced after the dem se of CED. <<

Actual ly, DiscoVision titles had no problens with LaserRot (Del ani nation),
whi ch is caused by the glue bonding the two sides together eating through the

al umi num coating. |If a DiscoVision title nade it to the store in good
condition, it would stay that way (I have over 200 MCA DiscoVision titles and
have NEVER had one rot...if it's good, it stays good). DiscoVision's problem

was inclusion (dust, insects, etc..trapped beneath the plastic of the disc)
caused ny the non-clean room environent, and discs that didn't neet the
MCA/ Phi | i ps spec; and the Magnavox pl ayers of the tine.

Pi oneer DI D have a major problemw th LaserRot, in both the American and
Japan plant. It was eventually traced to an inpurity in the water used to mx
the bonding glue. Pioneer DID issue a recall of titles in '86 or so, but it
had nothing to do with the denise of CED...in fact, nost of the titles were
eventual ly repressed. (except for titles nmade by the horrid, and now,

t hankfuly out of business, Technidisc)



We can thank RCA for starting the practice of using high quality, |owcon
negatives for all transfers. DiscoVision was the first to use a Rank Cintel
Mark 111 flying-spot scanner, but it was RCA who insisted on negatives
instead of prints for the best video quality. | remenber how stunning the
Star Wars CED transfer was. It |ooked better than the LD since RCA routinely
redid transfers for VideoDisc release. (I have a single-sided, floppy, test
LaserDi sc pressing by MCA DiscoVision from 1975, of Hi gh Planes Drifter, and
it was transfered using a conventional filmchain. Wiile the disc plays fine
on todays players, the transfer shows just how big an advance the Rank truly
was)

One last thing...in regards to pricing...l love CED and all, but it bugs ne
when peopl e say CED Vi deoDi scs were the first low cost titles on hone video.
Not true. MCA DiscoVision's original list prices (1978-79) were $5.95, $9.95
and $15.95 per title (for boxed, multi-disc sets!)...can't get nuch cheaper
than t hat!

I think it is interesting to recall the devel opnent decisions for a
product. The F and Gline players, as | recall, did not have the kicker
circuit init. The J and K line players (H was skipped, sorry about
that) had the kicker circuit and recovered very nicely although there
are tinmes when it was still tough to recover.

The kicker circuit was responsible for correcting a skip again based



upon the DAXI code in the vertical interval. The LaserVision unit of
course was optical and sensitive to depth of field issues while the CED
bei ng a mechani cal process was seneitive to particul ates, etc. The
caddy was responsible for protecting the disc during handling as well as
| oadi ng of the disc.

The production process used for the discs was identical to that used for
the old 33 audio discs. Basically, a "puck" was forned by the | oaded
plastic and placed into the press. Under a |lot of heat and pressure the
puck was forned into the disc, the flash cut off the edges and the disc
pl aced upon the spindle. This was all done automatically w thout humans
touching the disc. The stack of discs (all the sane title) were then
sent to a holding area where a sanple was taken and played upon a
realtinme tester. | designed all the circuits for the data acquisition
portion of the tester.

The area that was used for pressing the discs was not at a clean room
level. As | recall it was either class 10,000 or 1,000 environment.

Not rmuch cl eaner than a typical hone. Handling was the biggest issue
with CED as well as setting the press operating paraneters. Low
production costs were a big issue and a nodification of the vinyl
process used at RCA records on 30th Street should have been effective in
the | ong run.

The J line players were refered to as the "features player". These
units had nany operational features. Mst of you are probably aware.

At the same tine that devel opnent was underway on this product, RCA and
Hi tachi were developing a digital control bus for controlling TV s,
stereos, videodisc, AMFM receivers, etc. The negotiations for the
standards were going slower than we in player engineering and engi neers
at the I abs wanted so | suggested an alternative. | believe it was
included in the release. The standard was called MAV which stood for
Mul tipl e Audio Video.

At the same tine that videodic was in devel opnent, the | BM PC was

i ntroduced and the Apple Il was going full guns. W decided to

i npl ement an RS-232 interface on the MAV port. Basically, the videodisc
pl ayer "woke up" in the MAV node. However, if the device connected to
the vi deodi sc asserted a "break"” or an extended space on the line, then
the unit would switch to the RS-232 node. The conmands were ASCI |

equi valents for FF, REV, etc. One should be able to comunicate with
the port using a PC and the termnal programin Wndows or Proconm or
some ot her communications program The command sent by the PC will
cause a response by the player. | left RCA before J line was rel eased
or | mght have the conmmand set. The commands were one or two letters
and were the obvious conbinations for the function that you want. FF for
fast forward, etc. Gve it atry but the interface needs to be 0 to 5v
unl ess the boys put the clanp diode in the input circuit.

Al Htachi, Realistic, and Hitachi-style Sears players use the sane belt, and
the part is still available through Sears Parts at (800)366-7278 for $6.99. The
part nunber is 46-39699-3.

One point of confusion about Sears players is that the nodel nunmber 934.5481135
on the back of the Sears gold-colored Stereo nodel is the nodel nunber for a VCR
rather than a CED player. The correct nunmber for this player is 934.54810350
which is the nunber printed in the owner's and service manuals, and is also the
nunber used by the Sears Parts people.

When RCA introduced the original CRK 32 Digital Command Center in |ate 1983
there were only three node buttons on the upper left, but RCA had the Dinensia
I nt egrat ed Conponent System under devel opnent, so space was left to add

addi ti onal node buttons. When Di nmensia was marketed about a year later (after
the CED cancel | ati on announcenent), the DI SC button was renamed VI D2, but it
continued to function as a DI SC button to control a 400 series player. Due to
the layout of the circuit board inside these first generation Digital Command
Centers, the third button fromthe left on the top row will always function as
DI SC node button.

But you nmay have noticed that the CRK 42 units you have are missing the third
button fromthe left. There's just an enpty spot where the button shoul d be.
This was a strange thing for RCA to do, since the PAGE, BAND, and SEEK buttons
specific to interactive CED usage are still |abeled on the unit. The good news



is that the DISC button is still there, it's just hidden under the top panel, so
the CRK 42 renote can be used for full interactive control of the 400 series

pl ayer. There are two ways to acconplish this. Wth batteries installed in the
unit, remove the four screws holding the top and bottom of the case together
then renove the five screws holding the circuit board to the top panel. Now the
keypad can be separated fromthe top panel (being careful not to | ose the
groundi ng spring), the hidden button can be pushed, and the unit reassenbl ed.

As long as the batteries continue to power the unit, and no other nobde button is
pushed, the Digital Command Center will function as a 400 series renote. The

other option would be to drill or cut a hole in the casing above the DI SC button
position when the renote is di sassenbl ed. Then a straightened paperclip or sone
other small instrunent could be used to activate the DI SC button.

Since | had a few requests, here are the differences between the
Phant asm CED and the tape version. | was working solely from nenory
when | did the last post, and, after rewatching my disc, | discovered
that there is only one audio "m splacenent."” The scene that is mssing
fromthe tape and is on the CED disc is, | have been informed, also on
the del uxe | aserdisc pressing. But--for those of you (like ne) who
don't have the laserdisc, |'ve got a transcript of the m ssing scene.

First, the msplaced audio. It occurs on Side 1 of the disc, right as
the time counter turns from24 to 25. It occurs at the end of Mke's

ni ght mare--there is about one second of the sound of a car screeching to
a halt instead of the screans of the ghouls in the nightmare. This
scene is imediately followed by a scene of Jody's car screeching into
the parking |l ot of a bar, acconpanied by the sane audio fromthe end of
the previous scene. So it's not, as one reader suggested, the RCA
technicians forgeting to turn down a carry-over audio track fromthe
master--it looks instead to be a nistake nmade when editing the RCA

master. It seens that this is a likely tinme for a reel break, and the
audio fromthe next reel was inadvertantly put at the end of the
previous reel. Just a guess. By the way, this problem does not exi st

on ny pre-recorded copy of the Enbassy tape.

Now, on to the CED extra. On Side 2, right as the counter hits the 29
nmnute mark, a twenty-eight second scene occurs that is not on the tape
versions of the film \What follows is a transcript of the extra

f oot age:

Over a black screen, we hear

Jody: Okay, stay together

Mke: Wit a sec. | think | gotta lighter.

Jody: Quick, light it up

M ke lights the Iighter, revealing one of the dwarf creatures in front
of him MKke screans as the creature | eaps on him knocking the lighter
fromhis hand. The screen goes black again as sounds of their struggle

continue for a few seconds. Then we hear:

Jody: Over here--follow ne.



We hear the sound of footsteps, followed by the sound of a door
slamming. After a beat we hear

Reggi e: Jody, where are ya? M ke?
A grow fills the darkness.
Reggie: Oh, shit!

Thus ends "the dark scene.” For those of you who have only a tape copy,
it occurs about 72 minutes into the film right after the lights go out
in the gateway room Inmediately after the scene, the filmcuts to a
shot of Jody outside the nortuary, calling for M ke.

I hope this hasn't been too |ong-wi nded, but it's always a plus to find
extra things on your CEDs--and due to your responses, | know there are
apparently several Phantasm fans out there.

Function Mdtor Drive Belt Replacenent

These instructions are for replacing the function notor drive belt on RCA's J
and K series electric-loading CED players. Failure

of this drive belt is the single nobst conmon reason why these players fail to
operate. The function notor drive belt transfers the

torque to load and unload the disc, so when it first begins to fail the player
may eject caddi es w thout unloading the disc, since

the caddy wasn't drawn far enough inside to reach the latching nechanism This
drive belt also provides the torque necessary to

rotate the function gear assenbly to the various positions corresponding to
Load, Play, Unload, and Of. So if the player, when

turned on, takes a long tine to enter Load node where the access door is open
and the LED display flashes L, then the belt is

beginning to fail. It is not unconmon for a player that has been stored for a
long tine to never enter Load npde when turned on

because the drive belt has conpletely failed and all the function notor can do
is endlessly spin. All J and K series players use

the sanme function belt, RCA Stock No. 157592, which corresponds to the nore
readily available PRB No. SCB3.6. If you

have difficulty finding this belt, you can mail me a dollar to the address at
the bottom of this docunent, and I'll send you one.

(1) To begin installation, renove the two philips screws fromthe back of the
cabinet top and renove the top by lifting fromthe

back. Locate the function nmotor gear train in the left rear of the player as
shown in figure 1.

(2) The function notor gear train is partially concealed by a snmall black cover
held in place by two philips screws correspondi ng



to the screw holes indicated in figure 2. Renove these screws and the gear
cover, being careful not to |lose the felt washer that
fits over the 2nd reduction gear mounting shaft.

(3) Slip the conbined 2nd reduction gear and pinion off the nmounting shaft,
which will fully expose the 1st reduction gear and
pul l ey as shown in figure 3.

(4) If necessary, the conbined 1st reduction gear and pulley can be slipped off
its nounting shaft to free the old belt. Put this
back on prior to installing the new belt.

(5) Install the new belt by slipping it around the pulley, then stretching it up
and over the function notor drive shaft.

(6) Place the combined 2nd reduction gear and pinion onto its nounting shaft
maki ng sure it seats all the way down, so the
nmounting shaft slightly protrudes.

(7) Place the felt washer over the protruding end of the 2nd reduction gear
mounti ng shaft, then replace the gear cover, nuaking
sure the felt washer doesn't fall off before the screws are fully seated.

(8) Replace the cabinet top by holding it at a 15 degree angle while aligning
the front edge before lowering the rear to the cl osed
position.

(9) Replace the two philips screws to secure the cabinet top

As
wel |l since RCA Corporation is no longer an entity bei ng bought out by Genera
El ectric and then subsidized to Thonpson Consumner El ectronics the world of
the 'CED has slowy decreased in size to near extinction. Mny at Thonpson
Consuner El ectronics (TCE) have never heard of the 'CED concept perhaps due
to the time that has passed since the systens were in manufacture.

Si nce the enpl oyees or perhaps even the enployers at TCE have never
heard of the 'CED concept or do not want to renmenber, it might be possible
to join together with fellow'CED enthusiasts to purchase the rights to the



design of the systens and perhaps even the Disc Stanping Unit that in nmyth is
stored at TCE | mgi ne what could be done, if all of the 'CED enthusiasts
were to join together and give rebirth to the ' CED concept.

previously | oaded), but it still remains at the base position, nmaybe 1/4"
bel ow the disk. | need to know what may be operating incorrectly / need
repair, how to renove the turntable (if necessary), etc.

Regarding the Zenith, it works fairly well, but stutters consistently at
certain positions of the counter, nostly between 30 and 40. When | say that
it stutters | mean that the video and audio junp slightly forward, sonetines
losing a word or two of the dial ogue, and sonetines this stuttering repeats
several or nore tinmes before the play settles back to normal. [By the way,
the Zenith's configuration/design is very much |like the RCA and they take
the sane stylus cartridge].

| thought this problem m ght be due to a slipping stylus-transport notor belt
(my phrase, it is the small belt driving the worm gear assenbly) or maybe to
uneven resistance as the stylus transport assenbly is noved slowy forward
(suddenly encountering | ess resistance, and thus the lurching forward and

ski pping of small segnments of the audio/video). | figured that perhaps the
worm gear or gear train mght need lubrication to solve this, but don't know
whi ch type |ube to use and how sparingly it should be applied, etc.

The capacitance el ectronic disc or ced as it is known has been a | ong
forgotten technol ogy to nmany who were once aware of it. It has | ong been



obsol ete since it was stopped being manufactured in 1984 by RCA Corporation
Al t hough RCA Corporation is long gone, as well with the CED dreamthat the
company carried, there are however nmany persons who still have CED machi nes
and the discs that go with them They are abandoned, with no one to turn to
ever.

Si nce RCA stopped nmanufacture and they were bought out by General Electric,
users of CED di scs and nachi nes had no place to turn since GE or Thonpson
Consuner El ectronics (The GE subsiduary that controls RCA today.) do not
support CED. However this can change and will change if CED users join

t oget her.

VHS, Laserdisc, and Satellite Tel evision have taken today's narket by
stormleaving little or no roomfor obsol ete nedias such as Beta, CED, and
even
reel -to-reel players an recorders. Wth these new thecnol ogi es out there
t oday
who wants and old and potentially outdated systemlike CED. Even with this
truth
there are | east 200,000 people in the United States who have CED pl ayers that
are still functioning today. Howlong will they last? This is the question
t hat has
| ong el uded many, since neither GE or Thonpson will provide support or parts
for
these machines, in tine they will eventually wear out. 1t has been runored
t hat
bef ore RCA Corporation was bought out, they had conpiled a | arge stock of
repl acenent parts and needles. This is true, but the supply is dw ndling and
will
(estimated by the year 2005 at ninimal usage) soon be out. How exactly wll
this
be stopped? At the current tine it cannot be stopped.

The only way that this dimnishing supply of CED parts and supplies can
be restocked is to find someone to nmanufacture the parts and supplies. No
one
carries or supplies themanynore. This maybe a truth for now but can soon
change. The estinated 200,000 CED users left could join together to create a
financial fund a purchase the rights to the capacitance el ectronic disc
system

This press rel ease bears a strong resenblence to RCA's initial output on the CED
Systemin 1981; i.e. much higher expectations than what actually cane to pass.
By 1995 LaserActive was dead and the local Incredible Universe sold off their

pl ayers for $299 which included the Sega PAC, Pyranmid Patrol Mega LD, Disney's
Fant asi a Box Set, and an 8" LaserActive pronotional disc. The LaserActive titles
were originally $120 or $180 (3-D rel eases), and these eventually got reduced to
$30. The basic player was wi dely available through liquidators |ike Damark for a
while, but | believe they are all gone now The Sega PAC is by far the nobst
common, and in addition to the TurboG aphx and Karaoke PAC s, Pioneer also

rel eased a PAC-PCl1 for conputer interfacing.

In the end, only three LD-ROMtitles and fifteen Mega LD titles were rel eased,
with the two 1995 rel eases, "Blue Chicago Blues" and "Goku" being quite rare. |
had a very difficult tine |ocating "Goku", which is a shane, since this title
real |y showcases what LaserActive was capable of when a lot of effort was
devoted to the programming (a hint to DVD devel opers).

After the pressing is done, the discs,
whi ch ARE STILL NOT PLAYABLE, nust be doped with carbon (this is where
the capacitance, in capacitance electronic disc cones from in a special
type of tank. Now, the final steps theoretically could be dropped (i.e.
appl ying silicone lube and putting themin a protective caddy).

One coul d wonder why exactly spend nobney on an obsol ete system when
there are other better systens out there. It is not a matter of better, it
is amtter
of nostalgia and want. O course in no conparison is CED greater than
Laserdi sc
or the newy developed (D)digital (V)idea (D)isc. However it has to be asked
what woul d the CED systembe |ike today. For exanple, since |IBM nmade their
first personal computer in 1981 the capacity and reliability of diskettes has
increased. This of course has to be taken into effect with any disc, pretty
nmuch,
including the CED. Since the devel opnent of the disk by IBMin 1981, the
capacity and reliability has nore than tripled and is continuously
i ncreasing.

How exactly does this apply to CED? Even in the slightest you m ght ask
When RCA finally released the systemin 1981 for public use, the capacity

of the disc was 60 minutes (30 minutes per side). | have postulated a system
cal l ed E- CED (Enhanced Capacitance El ectronic Disc), that coheres to the sanme
theories and works just as the floppy disk does. In realistic conparison if
RCA

Cor porati on woul d not have been bought out by General Electric, that the

capacity of the CED would be 6 hours per disc (3 hours per side). This due

to the

i nevitabl e increase of the density of grooves on the disc. As well as with

t he

enhancenent of the stylus that would of eventually taken place. Since RCA

was

bought out and no future devel opnent occurred whil e other devel opnent in

alnmost in the sane field did, it would be easy to enhance the CED now. This

stri kes another question. How could we enhance and how could it be paid?
Conpared to other systens in 1984, CED was ahead of VHS and j ust

behind Laserdisc. Nowin 1997 it is slightly behind VHS, way behind

Laserdi sc,

and astrononically behind, DVD. O course think of this, the CED Player in

conmparison with a Laserdi sc player has fewer conpl ex conponents. Replace

each sinple conponent with a nore conpl ex conponent and a better system

made. Anyone with the proper technol ogical and electronics skill and
training

could inprove this systemto a point in which it is better than VHS and
Laserdisc again. |In all admission it would be difficult perhaps even

i mpossi bl e

to enhance the CED systemto a point in which it would be better than DVD
Even with this there are still sonme of you who are still skeptical about this



and
have certain beliefs.

There are indeed sone who state that the reason why the CED fail ed was
that there was no practical use. True? No. This is false. The CED fail ed,
not
physi cally, but econonically because of weak marketing strategies. One could
sell small white plastic blocks that have no apparent use if they are
properly
marketed. It is a known fact that RCA Corporation spent nore time working on
qual ity equi prrent than marketing it. (If only all conpanies were like this.)

It is
a personal opinion that RCA did a great job on the devel opnent of the system
yet they didnit have the best resources for marketing in which that is why
t hey
failed. Getting back to the original notion of practicality, the CED was
relatively
practical and it did have a use, it was just not the nost properly narketed
systemat the tinme. RCA Corporation spent nmost of their time devel oping
rat her
t han nmaki ng the system | ook good for purchase.

Their
only business is the collection of royalties due.) It was Pioneer who junped
into the scene and kept LaserDisc going for the last 16 years although that
now appears to be comng to an end. | was thus surprised when in 1984 RCA
followi ng traditional American business practice opted out of CED, not
because they were | osing noney but because they were not earning noney fast
enough. They sold 100,000 players in the first year instead of the 200, 000
pl anned and had sol d 500,000 by April of 1984 when they pulled the plug. At
that tinme there were only 100,000 LaserDi sc players. | expected a Japanese
conmpany to step in since CED disc nmanufacturing was extrenely profitable for
RCA, which is why they prom sed to continue production into 1987, though they
stopped in 1986. But no Japanese conpany did step in and had a group of
interested Anerican investor wanted to they could have stepped in and
purchased RCA's player and disc manufacturing facilities for a great price.

It was not to be. | amsure if they had CED would have continued to
increase in market penetration. But the tine to do that was in the late
1980's not now | amsure with storage space at a prem umthe CED pressing

and nastering equi pnent has been destroyed. Al so since CED used technol ogy
very simlar to LP technol ogy that was very prevalent in the past but not
now, getting sinple raw nmaterials would be difficult.
I have recently finished reading "RCA and the VideoDi sc" by Margaret G aham
It is a fascinating view of the rel ease and deni se of CED fromthe corporate
view Suffice to say RCA was counting on CED starting off very big and
continuing to build, when it didn't the naysayers were in charge from as
early as 1982 and pressed for its withdrawal and finally won. They wanted
and got the tax wite offs that were so big at the tine.

As was nentioned
inthe last CED e-mail, surely the format woul d have continued to evol ve
and many of the shortcom ngs woul d have gone away. The |ast CED pl ayers
were evidence that the art was inproving. M/ SJT-400 has nuch | ess
probl em wi t h skipping than the ol der players, as well as sone really fun
features like freeze frane.

The thought of a clear caddy was not |ikely, though. The plant nanager
where | work was with Preci se when they were nmaki ng those caddi es and he
tells me that they were nade of crystal styrene. Crystal styrene is

cl ear but sonmewhat brittle so an additive was used to nake it inpact
resistant. That additive al so nakes the resin opaque. Try dropping a
hamer on one of those clear audio cassette shells then the sane on a
CED caddy and you'll see why they did it.

If you have a white caddy (Precise didn't nake the col ored ones) that no
| onger is usable, cut the two halves apart. (They are sonic wel ded, so
taking themapart will ruin them) Look for the little round circles
that are the mark fromejector pins used to push the part out of the
mold. |If thereis a "P" on one of them it cane from Preci se.

Because nost if not all of this kind of equi pnment cane from vendors



rather than directly fromRCA, it may be a stunbling block to putting
CED back in production. Mlds like this can easily cost $100, 000 or
more if they have been scrapped. Wth that said, | would like to
support any effort to see if we can find a way to preserve and even
possi bly resurrect CED production equi pnent.

The CED really doesn't spin THAT fast. Conparitively speaking, the
floppy disk drive spins at 300 RPM and the Laserdi sc spins at a max of
around 1800 RPM

There are a few reasons that the discs spin at 450 RPM Firstly, if the
disc were to spin too slowy, for exanple, the 33 1/3 RPM1like you
nmentioned, the information would be packed too densely and the
information couldn't be extracted back off of the disc.

Here's a little math :)

The CED nedia has the follow ng characteristics:

Each revol ution contains 4 conplete franes of video (as well as sound)
If you l ook at the disk you can see this fact because the disk is
subdivided into 8 sectors (NTSCis an interlaced format, so two sectors
are required to make a single frane).

CED s are approximately 12 inches in dianeter

approx " of this is actual recording nedia.

CED s have 9500 grooves per inch

Okay, now if we keep this in mnd ~3.25" x 9500 (note: we use 3.25"



instead of 6.5 because we don't want to count the grooves tw ce) gives
us ~30875 grooves per side. On top of this 30875 grooves x 4 (4 franes
per revolution renmenber) gives us the total nunber of franes per side..
123500. W& know that the NTSC format is 30 frames per second, so we
divide 12350 / 30 ... 4116.7 seconds per side, divide by 60 and we get
approx 68 minutes of video per side (please keep in nmind that the
measur enents are approxi mate which accounts for the di screpancy).

Now, we can learn sonmething really interesting fromthis by conparing it
to the laserdisc. On the |laserdisc, there are only TWD sectors per side
as opposed to eight (so there is only one frame per revolution). Ever
wonder why the CED doesn't have a still feature? It's because the disc
doesn't spin fast enough for it. On the laserdisc, it is possible
because after it has finished drawing a conplete frame, it is already
back at the beginning of that frane...the disc has nade one conpl ete
revol uti on. However, on a CED, a single frane takes 1/4th a conplete
revolution, and therefore it hasn't reached the beginning of the frame
(it has to skip three frames to get to the still frame again).

So why didn't the designers of the CED nake it spin around 1800 RPM I i ke
the Laserdi sc? There are probably two or three major reasons for this:
First, since CEDis a contact nedium it is likely a higher RPM woul d
have caused the needl e to resonate and skip around and woul d therefore
make it unreliable. Second, it would reduce the anpbunt of playback tinme
significantly wi thout increasing the groove density (since w thout
changi ng the groove density you woul d have only 15 mi nutes per side).
Third, by increasing the groove density to conpensate, it would have
required a finer needl e and woul d nmake the nedia nore subject to danage
by scratching and nake either the needle or the disc wear out
significantly faster.

6, 000, 000 hz) or so frequency of the video + audio signal. At 33 1/3 rpm
these high frequencies would not register in the grooves, because the waves
of the signal are so mnute that a higher surface to stylus speed is required
for the cutter to engrave these high frequencies. The 33 1/3 is acceptabl e
for audi o because the highest frequency audible is around 20khz (20,000 hz).

| suppose it would be theoretically possible to record video signals at 33
1/3 rpm if the laquer was of ultra-high quality, ultra-fine, to the point of
bei ng snpboth on a microscopic level, used in conjunction with a precision
cutting head that was exrenely powerful at the high frequencies. But its a

Here's another "negative" coment, or constructive criticismif you
will.

| don't really think it feasable to manufacture the needles as well! For
one thing, | can't think of ANY manufacturers making stylii for
phonographs | et alone CED players (there is definitely a surplus of



stylii for phonographs around). For one thing, a CED stylus is NOTH NG
i ke a di anond-ti pped phonograph stylus. It is many tines nore conpl ex.
It is cut a very specific way in order to let it ride on several grooves
unl i ke a phonograph stylus. Secondly, it has a titanium el ectrode which
extends into the groove. This is much smaller than the dianond tip.
There is a connecting wire that is attached to a gol d-pl ated point
contact. There are three pieces of nagnet used for tracking, and a
rubber stabilizer on the back. There is a cylindrical hollow al um num
tube used to hold the needle to the cartridge. There's also a spring
used to retract the needl e when | oadi ng/unl oading the cartridge fromthe
pl ayer. That's a lot of various parts to assenble! The only other
alternative would be to cut down on the nunber of parts necessary to
manuf acture by refurbishing cartridges. Even still, it seens rather
cost-prohibitive

The CED FAQ states that, "Note that to date it has been | ess expensive
to buy a working CED player than to buy a new stylus

cartridge (my range has been $5 to $30 for used players vs. $45 to $70
for new stylus cartridges)." Now, if it costs $45 to $70 for a new
stylus from BACKSTOCK that's at |east 10-15 years old...how could it be
economi cal ly feasable to manufacture a new cartridge (indeed severa
nodel s of cartridges, since all the different brands use a different
style cartridge) for the nmuch reduced user base of today?

Everyone knows that if the di sks get stacked too high the sheer
wei ght of the disks can cause the outer case to mash the disk and
possi bl ey scratch and danage it right?

But, just because you put the disks 'upright' in a box doesn't really
mean anyt hi ng when you think about it... | asked UPS about 'This side
up' and they told ne 'no way'... they said the boxes are tossed,
roll ed dowmn belts, and what not with absolutely no reguard for 'this
side up' labels. So, if you have your disks neatly stacked 'up
right' they may soon be neatly stacked on top of eachother once the
box is turned over.. and since you stacked themall together thinking



they are safe, they really aren't.

So - |'ve been thinking about this... Wy not just stack the disks
about 4-5 at a tine, and then put something to pad the four corners
of the disk, and then stack 4-5 nore? |f you open the case and

i nspect the anmount of space outside the circunfrence of the disk but
inside the corner of the outer case you will see it's plenty of space
a wad of paper, a piece of styrofoam etc. Plus the |left and

ride edges of the disk are solid plastic.

Do you see what | amgetting at? The disks can only be crushed in
the middle.. so if the outside where there is no disk is padded right
then the pressure froma stack of CED s can be distributed to the
corners on each stack of five or so disks. Sane concept used with
those t.v. stands that distribute the weight of the set nore towards
the edges of you entertainment center so it doesn't bow in the

m ddl e.

Anyways, sonething to think about! |1'd like to hear why that will or
won't work. OF course, no way to no really know whether it works or
not unless you want to take pictures of the disks and record the play
quality, ship themto yourself along with a control batch and then
re-check to see if there is any damage. But hey, it's fun to
theorize right??!

O hers have suggested that since our nedia is a contact nedia that it may
not sustain a higher nunber of RPMs. | opt this, that those w th broken
pl ayers and usel ess stylus cartriges try to increase the RPM nunber of the
turntabl es by some neans or another, load the needle into position
Increase the revolutions per nminute until the needle is no |onger stable on

the disc. In what | nean by stable is that the needle will snoothly ride
the groove of the discs. | figure after increasing the RPMs to a certain
anount that 10 seconds before instability is reached use that RPM nunber as
the highest stability point. | have done the experinment and have found
some promising results. However before | release the results, I'd Iike you
to performthe same experinment if possible during your free tinme and send
me your results as well. After getting at least 5 different results | wll
publish themin a future edition of the CED Future, or post themin genera
in CED Digest.

The dianond tip of the CED stylus will probably be the nost difficult obstacle
to overconme in re-introducing the production of stylus cartridges. Here's a
summary of the steps involved in its manufacture:

1) From natural dianond, prepare .025 x .025 x .2 cm stylus bl anks.

2) Polish a flat face on the blank for el ectrode deposition

3) Cean the blank in a hot oxidizing acid bath.

4) Rinse in high purity deionized water.

5) Atonmically clean by baking in a near vacuum at 1300 deg. C

6) Sputter titaniumon the polished face in pure argon at a power density of
60, 000 watts per square neter.

7) Fashion the tip into the proper shape by running it around a keel -1 appi ng
di sc.

8) Cut a 140 degree angle into the tip by running it around anot her | apping
di sc.

RCA had to invent the oven in step (5), as no vacuum oven capabl e of that
tenperature had ever before been needed. The | apping discs in the |ast two steps
were sonething like a coarse VideoDisc with a uniformgroove, and had their own
uni que nastering process.

RCA was issued a number of patents regardi ng stylus design, sone of which
weren't filed until 1984. These ones will still be valid until 2004, and woul d
presently be owned by CGE or Thonson. The full patent descriptions are public
docunents that will be available at libraries with | arge governnment docunent
sections.
