Subni ssions that allege swi ndle, defane the character of individuals, or nake
other pejorative references will not be posted to the digest.

To understand the reason for this, consider the dictionary definition of LIBEL:

1. Awitten, printed, or pictorial statenent that unjustly danmages a person's
reput ation.

2. The action or crine of presenting such a statenent to the public.

There have been a small nunmber of subm ssions to CED Digest stating that
particul ar individuals received paynent for CED s, but never shipped the discs.
Wil e these clains nay be true, CED Digest is not an investigative entity and
has no neans of verifying the validity of such clains. If a person is accused of
swi ndl e and subsequently ships the discs, then swindle in fact did not occur and
the original claimof such constitutes libel. | regularly purchase itens through
the mail nyself and have sonetines believed that | have been sw ndl ed because of
the incredible length of tinme and incessant rem nders required to get the itens
shi pped, but |'ve never taken the step of publicly accusing the parties invol ved
of swi ndle. Making a public pronouncenment of swindle may be an effective neans
to cajole a procrastinator, but it also entails legal risks.

I nternet service providers were exonerated fromlibel charges according to
definition (2) above in the | andmark Cubby vs. Compuserve case. The court's
conclusions in this case were that issues of expediency and privacy took
precedence, as Conpuserve personnel woul d ot herw se have to read and eval uate
every nessage sent through their system The |legal issues associated with
mailing lists distributed fromprivate email accounts |ike CED Digest are stil
eval uated on a case-by-case basis, hence the institution of this posting policy.

Bei ng one who knows all about CED skipping, | apol ogize for not answering
the person asking why their player skipped, but the answer to nme was
sinmple: skipping is, has been, and always will be CED s tradenark, and
the main reason for its quick denmi se. The SJT-series players skipped a
lot less than the ol der ones, but the problemwas still there. | got a
letter fromsonmeone clainmng to have worked on CED the whole time, and
that they had gotten the skipping problempretty nuch sol ved but by that
time RCA pulled the plug and they were not able to make any new pl ayers
that did not skip. Discs that skip REALLY badly, so nmuch that they just
keep skipping and don't stop, can usually be reversed to the point where
the skipping started and it will play nornmally. Mst of ny discs don't

al ways skip in the sanme place every tine, but they DO skip! An old "Video
Revi ew' magazine | dug up had a few disgruntled letters from peopl e about
this problem which | have no idea why RCA allowed to get onto the market
in the first place, one person even referred to a certain classic novie
on the format as "Skipping in the Rain"!

| just found out about a "m stake" disc that | didn't know about- the
20th Century Fox Video version of "Wst Side Story" (there was also a



version with the RCA Videodiscs |abel) had side 3 in nono by m stake- the
stereo signal is on it but the sound is clearly nono. The discs are not

| abel ed stereo but are in blue covers. | just found this out and
corrected discs were sent to sonme people. Does anyone el se know about
this, and how to go about telling the corrected discs fromthe first
ones? | see both versions of Wst Side Story around often and may have to
just buy every copy | find fromnow on to get the corrected version.

CBS/ Fox Video's "Scrooge" has a simlar problemwith side 1; the signal

is stereo but the sound is nono, side 2 is in good stereo however. |
don't know if that novie was ever corrected. The only nistake | know of
that was out and then fixed was MGM s "The Secret of N mh" which had
several minutes accidentally cut between side 1 and 2, | was |ucky enough
to have gotten both versions before | even heard about this problem

| just checked the CED Magic web site for the first tine in a while and
noticed nmention of a disc called "Menories of CED', apparently a disc
made for RCA enpl oyees after the format had finally been officially put
out of its msery.

Yes, and it was the one big problemw th the CED format that was publicly
acknow edged by the conpany... which | find astounding. Honestly, if a new
video format were rel eased today that had a skipping problemlike CED, there
woul d be an uproar heard fromconsuners and |'m sure nany, nmany | awsuits.
Yet, with CED, the problemwas pretty nmuch di sm ssed, even by the nmainstream
vi deo magazi nes...the only peopl e who defended the skippi ng were CED owners
who were desperate to justify thier investnent in such a terrible format.
Yes, | collect CED s, because | think they are neat, but it was a terrible
format, and if it was around today, | wouldn't want anything to do with it.

Anot her problemthat CED had was the terrible dot-crawl and cross-col or
artifacts fromthe cheap conb filters RCA used in the players to extract the
buried chroma fromthe | um nance signal. They really ruined the picture with
that "crosshatch pattern" everywhere. | think if CED had survived a bit |onger
we might have seen players with better conb filters or even players with Y/C
outputs. SCARY! It's also interesting to wonder about how, if CED had
survived, RCA would have 'upgraded' the fornat to acconodate features that

vi deophi | es now demand, such as digital PCM sound, AC-3, DTS, etc... not to
mention i nproved picture quality due to |lum nance carrier shifts. RCA would
have fixed the skipping problem but fromwhat |'ve heard, the "fix" they had
implenmented in the |abs was a new type of disc, with deeper grooves and a
slightly different dianeter stylus coupled with a new type of tracking system
and kicker-coil circuit. It really was a 're-engineering' of the format and
not a sinple player inprovenent that woul d have translated into no skipping on
existing discs. One thing funny about the CED format is it's basically a
series of "fixes", for one aspect or another...it's not an 'elegant' system by
any neans, nor is it as sinple as LaserDisc or as RCA wanted consuners to
believe...it's |li ke RCA was deterni ned, NO MATTER WHAT, that they were going
to play novies with a needle, physics and reality be dammed! Too bad RCA
didn't swallow thier pride and conbine thier systemwith JVC s VHD (Video Hi gh
Density) format. That was a truly el egant capacitance disc system and provi ded
all the benifits of the optical formats with the very | ow coss of a 'stylus
based system..plus, the discs did not skip and the wear factor on both the
stylus and discs was reduced by about 1000 tines over that of CED. Plus, the
VHD di sc was smaller (10-inches) and thus cheaper to produce...JVC s mastering
and replication technique was al so nuch cheaper...the final cost of a packaged
VHD di sc was around $1.50. O course, the VHD (and it's 'sister' format AHD-
Audi o High Density) would not be around today, even if it had been introduced
in the US...optical disc techniques have sinply left any 'contact' based



systemin the dust.

So, the 2-channel signal was created by summ ng L+R together and recording it
on the original nono carrier; then doing a subtraction of left and right
(L-R) and recording it on the 'new second carrier. A nono player 'sees' only
the L+R nono conposite track and full conpatibility is assured, while a
stereo player add's and subtracts L+R and L-R to obtain the original two
channels. This type of matrixing is used in FMstereo radio too. Due to the
way CX Noi se Reduction operates, dual-1anguage CED di scs couldn't utilize it,
and thus, were as noisy as standard nono di scs.

One thing | do not understand is why RCA placed the L/R switch on the back of
the players (SGr200/250). If the player is placed in a cabinet, the switch is
al nost i nmpossible to use. Perhaps RCA didn't expect nuch use of it by
consuners?

This sounds |ike a broken bearing on the left guide rail. The bearing end of the
guide rail is hidden under the systemcontrol circuit board and is difficult to
see unless that board is unscrewed and rotated to the side. The plastic bearing
is rather thin-walled and can break if a caddy is forcefully shoved into the

pl ayer. Wien this end breaks the guide rail pokes up into the caddy insertion
path and only allows the caddy to go about 1/3 of the way in.

If the break was clean you may be able to retrieve the broken piece fromthe
bottom of the player and "superglue" it back on. Another option is to take a
thick nylon washer with a 1/8" hole and glue it onto the broken end of the guide
rail after filing the rail down to achieve a snooth fit.

One of the things that has interested ne since ny early days of collecting
CED s is occasionally going to the Governnent Docunents Library and | ooking
up CED patents. These patents (about 700 in all) contain a wealth of info
about the CED System not just on the system as nanufactured, but on

devel opnents during the design phase that never materialized ( like RCA' s
digital audio CED format), and directions the system may have taken if RCA
hadn't canceled it.

Looki ng up patents was al ways a hassle, because first the desired patent
number had to be determined, and fromthat the librarian had to retrieve
the correct bound vol unme from behi nd-the-shel ves storage. But the Internet
has changed all that, as the full text and inages of patents back to the
early 1970's can now be viewed with a web browser. This is the new section
I"mworking on for CED Magic that will include a table listing the title
and issue date for all the CED patents along with clickable links to the
full text and inmages. Another addition will be a "Featured Patents Section"
that will discuss a few dozen of the nore interesting patents. A couple of
the patents in the featured section will concern a 1990's version of the
CED systemthat differs fromRCA' s original systemin storing digital data
and having a 3.5 inch formfactor. |I never even considered | ooking for CED
patents dating fromthe 1990's until | cane upon these using the advanced
patent search tools now available on the Internet. Here's a description of
this new version of the CED, along with links to their web pages at the US

This patent (H GH DENSITY CED DATA STORAGE) filed in 1992 describes the

met hod of storing digital data on a CED, while the acconpanyi ng CAPACI TANCE
Dl SC | NFORMATI ON RETRI EVAL SYSTEM filed in 1991 describes the design of a
pl ayer used to play the discs. The player is quite sinmilar in design to the
original SelectaVision units of the 1980's, but considerably smaller, due
to the 3.5" formfactor of the discs. This updated version of the CED
system was not specifically intended for the view ng of video, but rather
was i ntended as a computer peripheral for the storage of digital data. It

nm ght seemodd to read digital data with a stylus, but the original CED
systemdid this with the DAXI code on the discs, and this patent states:
"The present invention capitalizes on existing technology in anal og
capacitive video disc recording (CED) by devel opi ng new t echni ques to
provide digital data storage having theoretical storage density that is
unsurpassed by all other disk nedia including optical and nmagnetic

t echnol ogy".

The new system coul d achieve this high density by using a technique called
M ary angl e nodul ati on in which during the nmastering process groups of
three data bits are phase nodul ated into eight separate levels in the disc
groove corresponding to the eight conbinations of logic 0's and 1's
possible with three bits. During playback of the finished discs a phase
comparator reads the levels recorded on the disc and feeds the readout to
an anal og-to-digital converter which then outputs the digital stream This
techni que, at least froma 1991 perspective, could yield a higher data
density than, for exanple, a magnetic disk that reads off a continuous
stream of unnodul ated 0's and 1's fromthe disk surface.

So with its high capacity why hasn't this new CED system been narket ed?

Well, the systemwould still require considerable devel opnment work to reach
the point of being manufacturable, and it would have to conpete with CD-R

DVD- RAM and the cheap magnetic di sc technol ogy we have today, all of which
have the ability to record with consunmer versions. Since the CED Cutter
requires an absolutely vibration free environnent to accurately cut the

groove, it's unlikely a consunmer nmastering setup would be avail able. And the 5-
inch optical disc has the potential of still being backwards compatible to CD
Audi o and CD-ROM as its capacity continues to increase with the shorter

wavel ength blue and ultraviolet |aser diodes that are being researched.

RCA intended to use the SelectaVision trademark for all their hone video
products, and it was in use |long before CED hit the market. The first product
was Sel ectaVisi on Hol otape (a play-only tape format) that RCA devel oped in the
| ate 60's but abandoned in the early 70's in favor of VideoDi sc (see CED D gest
Vol. 2 No. 50 for nore info on Hol ot ape).

The next Sel ectaVision product was the VBT200 VHS VCR whi ch cane out in Cctober
1977 with the effective ad slogan "Four Hours, $1000, SelectaVision". RCA
applied the trademark to their VCR s until 1984, when it was w thdrawn due to
possi bl e negative associations with the abandonenent of CED.

I recently restored one of these VBT200's as close as possible to new condition
and the recorded playback is still pretty sorry conpared to a decent CED. It's
easy to see how RCA could claim"superb picture quality" when tal ki ng about CED
back in the early 80's.

creative tinkerer. Wen RCA approached the end of their production of
CED machi nes, they offered factory returns to their enployes at a very
reduced price and many of us bought them

| repaired players for a guy who rented the discs. WE experinented
with several techniques for cleaning skippy discs. The problemis
replacing the lubricant that the disc nakers put on them | had fair

luck with Wndex. Lay the disc on a clean, lint free towel and clean
inacicular notion with a soft cloth followi ng the grooves. Mre
recently, | tried Arnorall. It nust be applied very lightly. | used

one of the sponges they sell saturated in a foil packet. They are nuch
to wet in the beginning, and the excess will have to be wi ped off (not
easy to wipe arnorall off of anything), but work better as the
Arnorall gets used up. The discs will be noisy when first played after
either cleaning, especially the arnorall, but inprove when played
several tinmes. | would say they never get back to original quality,

but the skipping is greatly inproved. Try it with a expendabl e disc
and nmake your own judgenent.

We had best luck cleaning sylii with the edge of our T-shirt VERY
CAREFULY.

I have a dozen or so brand new sylii which do not work. Careful

exam nation with a m croscope reveals no problem but they do not

pl ay. Any ideas? | suspect the gold foil does not reach the end of the
di anond.

Most common el ectronic problemw th RCA and Toshi ba players was the
vi deo denod I C. They are the sane in both nmachi nes although nunbered
differently. | believe the 24 volt power supply was very poorly
designed in the RCA machi nes and subject to going overvoltage. W
sometinmes added a 3 lead 24 volt regulator chip to solve the problem
The 324 op anp that they used in the 5 volt regulator was al so a high
failure itemfor the same reason.

I wish | could renenber all the things |I |earned working on the
machi nes and pass themon to you, but it has been a long tine.

orientation (around 400 degrees F). Then, fromthe other side of the disc, a
magnet applies a new orientation which the particles assune. One side of the
disc utilizes a laser, and the other side, a nmagnet. The magnet DCES touch
the disc (only when recording), but it can in no way be likened to a 'stylus
- there's not even a 'groove' for it to follow - technically, it dosen't have
to touch the disc, but to keep the magnetic field small, and thus the power
consunption down, Sony chose to have it ride on the surface of the disc.
Recordable MD' s are coated with a special 'lubricant' to allowover 1 million
record/ pl ayback cycles. The lubricant is not like the sinple silicon spray
used on CED VideoDisc's - it's actually a physical |ayer of the disc, bonded
to the surface

So, except for the fact that they are both round and rotate, MD and CED share
no technol ogical simlarities.

My opinion on cleaning CED' s is to not do it by any other means than repeatedly
pl ayi ng over the skipping grooves, unless the disc upon visual exam nation
reveal s obvi ous contani nation, |ike having been imersed in nuddy water. If a
CED skips in a specific area and the condition doesn't inprove by repeatedly

pl aying that area, the skipping is due to danmaged grooves and won't inprove with
other forns of cleaning or lubrication. A disc that skips throughout play could



be a worn-out disc, a bad pressing, a disc danmaged due to inproper storage, or

it could just be a new disc that needs a couple of "conditioning plays". D scs

that have never been played or haven't been played for many years have a gl assy
snoot h [ ubricant surface, and playing the disc once or twice will in effect cut
a groove in the lubricant and greatly reduce ski pping.

RCA did a lot of research into disc lubrication and cane up with a conditioning
process where the discs were treated with an am ne solution then rinsed in
distilled water prior to drying and spray lubrication. In their own words
"chenmically treated discs average a few tenths of a second carrier distress
after noisture stress conpared with 20 to 30 seconds for untreated discs".
Washing CED s will undo the benefits of the conditioning process, either

i medi ately by allowing nmineralized water to evaporate in the grooves, or in the
| ong term by maki ng the grooves nore susceptible to video virus. Mre

Qddl y enough, G aphicConverter is what | used to process the i nages on the CED
Magi c CD-ROM The raw i mages added up to 2.5 GB of data and required 5 CD-ROM s,
but G aphi cConverter was able to batch process theminto conpressed JPEG s so
they would just fit on one CD- ROM

The advant age of using G aphi cConverter and ot her slide show prograns is their
ability to scal e-down the caddy inmages to fill the conputer screen fromtop to
bottom and present them agai nst a bl ack background. But there are sone caveats
for the use of these prograns on the CED Magic CD-ROM The sheer number of

i mages on the CD-ROM nmeans there will be a delay in starting up the slide show
if all the images are selected. On a 450 Mz 4 Maci ntosh, G aphi cConverter
anal yzed the inmages for 15 minutes before starting the show, and the show woul d
take 8 hours or nore to start up on an older 25 Mz Maci ntosh. Mst slide show
prograns also only let you select all the imges, so the slide show will show
both sides of each caddy, which isn't as visually effective froma distance as
di splaying just the front sides. If the program happens to have a file name
search filter, you can search on the text string "1.jpg" which will display all
the Side 1 caddy images.

This programrequires about 5 minutes of initial configuration that involves
openi ng each subfolder in the title-database folder on the CDO-ROM and addi ng the
files to the slide show.

I recently watched the 1999 DVD rel ease of "How The Grinch Stole Christnmas”
and t hought the colors | ooked really bad, so | did a conparison against the
CED rel ease. The colors are often incorrect on the DVD, nost notably with
the Grinch hinself, who is consistently brown throughout instead of the
bright green color on the CED. If you have the CED, you can see what | nean
by advancing to 20:00 and watching the scene where the Grinch puts his hand
to his ear listening for a sound from Woville.
