This sounds like a failure of the Audio FM Denodul ator | C, which is one of
the nore conmon chips to fail in the RCA F/ G players and clones like the
Zenith VP2000. Failure of this chip results in conplete |oss of audio on
nmono pl ayers or | oss of one channel of audio on stereo players, depending
on which of the two chips in the player has failed. RCA's stock no. for
this chip is 149035 and they also gave it a generic industry stock nunber
of CA3215E. A conparison of the circuit diagrans in the Hitachi, Toshi ba,
and RCA service manual s indicates that those players using a 16-pin Audio
FM Denodul ator IC all contain the sane chip. Sone of the conpanies |listed
on the CED Player Parts Sources page (try Fox-International first) may
still have the part avail abl e:

Al'though the ICis generally the nost likely culprit, it's also inportant
to test the conponents attached to the ICto verify that the chip itself
has failed and not one of the peripheral conponents. The above audio
denpdul ator 1 C contains a Voltage Controlled Gscillator that is set via an
external variable capacitor. If this setting is off the VCO may fail to
function properly.

76-button CRK55B units, and there are a couple Ebay sellers regularly offering
these, one of whomindicated he has an alnost unlimted supply. The renotes
are |l ate generation tabl etop nodels, and the surplus may have ari sen when

RCA switched to handhelds in the early 90's. These can be code programed

to control a variety of of VCRs and cabl e boxes, although the VCR2 button
needs to be left at the default to control the 400 player. Here are URLs to

Another interesting itens that cyberads2000 has up for auction nowis an
RCA cantorder character generator. | got one of these on the chance that
its character generator chip is identical to the OSD chip in the 400-series
pl ayers, and though both IC s are 24-pin, one is nade by Mdtorola and the
other by Hitachi; so they don't appear to be identical. But this unit is a
ni ce add-on to RCA cantorders fromthe CED era.

A non-residue cleaning
solution is punped to the fibres which clean the record as it spins. Then
you push the power button forward and the vacuum suction is turns on and
the cl eaning solution and gunk in the grooves are sucked out.

| decided to clean two of the video discs covered with the snpke dust using
the Nitty Gitty machine and the experinment was a success. | used the

45/ 78 adaptor for holding ny CED s in place because it works by

pressure. Skipping fromthe dust was virtually elim nated.

Nitty Gitty is on the web and their machines start around $200. Maybe

Subj ect: History Repeating Itself? Betamax and DVD Lawsuits

Hello All:

You may have heard about the suit filed by sone Holl ywood studi os against a
nunber of web sites providing access to a program called DeCSS that cracks
the DVD encryption code, permitting a DVD to be copied to a conputer hard
disk. This programoriginated as a neans for conputers running the Linux
operating systemto play back DVD s.

Qbvi ously Hol | ywood doesn't like this, because if cheap DVD-R s becone
available, it will possible to copy DVD s the sane way audio CD s are being
copi ed now. The current suit has sone interesting parallels to the Betanax
suit twenty years ago.

To sunmarize that suit, Universal filed suit against Sony claimng the
ability to copy over-the-air broadcasts was a copyright violation. This
trial started on Jan. 30th, 1979, and in Cctober '79 the judge ruled

agai nst Universal stating that it was OK for private individuals to nmake
copi es of broadcasts for their own personal use. At that point nost people
t hought the issue was over, but on Oct. 19th, 1981 ("Bl ack Monday" on
Sony's calendar) the 9th Grcuit Court of Appeals reversed the earlier
ruling, in effect stating that off-air recording was illegal and sent the
case back to district court to deternmine relief. This of course set off a
flurry of specul ation about what woul d happen, ranging froman outright ban
on VCR s to a royalty on every blank tape sold. The issue was finally
resolved by the U.S. Supreme Court on Jan. 17th, 1984 when they upheld the
original court decision. There is even specul ation that RCA may have not
cancel ed the CED systemin April 1984 if this final ruling had been
different, as CED sal es would have gone up if no nore VCR s could be

pur chased.

After the 1981 ruling, MPAA president Jack Valenti (also involved in the
current DVD case) suggested a royalty of $50 on each VCR and $1 to $2 on
each bl ank tape. Perhaps sone sort of future royalty systemis the goal of
the current suit, as it's not clear how t he DeCSS genie can ever be put
back in the bottle.

A crack like this may eventually come along for DI VX discs as well, as
these are essentially DVD's with nore robust encryption keys on the video

files contained on the discs.

There's a lot of information on the DeCSS suit on the internet. The
El ectronic Frontier Foundation is one junping off point.

The screws holding the spindle cap in place should cone right off with a
Phillips No. 1 screw driver. A reason for their refusal to do so could be
fused threads from being overtightened on a previous renoval. Using a No. 1
driver, you should apply whatever force is necessary to either |oosen the
screws or strip the slots in the screw heads. If the screws come out,

i nspect the threads for damage and replace if necessary. If the screw slots
strip, a Drenel tool with a cone-shaped grinding attachnment can be used to
carefully grind the screw out. Then a drill and tap can be used to
re-establish the threads in the turntable yoke.

i had one of these a LONG tine ago, but only had a few discs and then quite
frankly lost interest init once | got ny |laserdisc player. i only recently
got back into collecting them again.

i have a fewtips for collectors

FI XI NG LABELS ON CADDIES - a lot of the discs |'ve bought off ebay have parts
of the caddy |abel pulled back and crunpled in a triangle shape, but if you
gently work the tear back in place with your finger, you can see that the
paper wasn't torn OFF, just crunpled back. if you use a bit of white glue

on your finger and rub it over the tear once it's back in place, it holds
perfectly and dries clear. then take a g-tip with alcohol on it to renove
the excess glue around where the tear was fixed. works alnost every tine,
and can't nake it any WORSE even if it's not perfect.

CLEANING DI SCS - i had one disc that skipped CONSTANTLY throughout the novie,
and even using the page node nethod didn't help matters. i decided i had
nothing to lose, soi got alittle daring on this one. i took the disc out of

the caddy, CAREFULLY, and wiped it down with a soft 100% cotton tissue soaked
in a 91% i sopropyl alcohol/9%distilled water solution (you can buy at your

| ocal grocery store for about $0.75, sonetines called "I NJECTI ON PREPARATI ON
since that's what doctors use on your arm. i use the same thing to clean ny
ultra-filthy LPs and it's perfect.

NOW Il KNOWthat this will renove any remaining silicone on the disc surface

which will shorten the stylus life, but after doing this the disc not only
stopped skipping but it inproved the video quality dramatically. if thisis
a movie you watch a LOT, i'd put it on tape and then display the caddy since

this disc without the coating will shorten stylus life, but i have only watched
this disc once since then (about 6 nonths ago) so playing it once in a while
shoul dn't cause a problemat all

The player needs to be placed in the service position to adjust
this resistor, so | wouldn't recommend adjusting this w thout having a service
manual and following its guidelines and step-by-step procedures.

There was a review article published on CED s in 1981 that conmented on the

i mproved playback after a couple plays, so this method has worked for a |ong
time. RCA was even issued a patent for a stylus cartridge with a nmulti-pronged
"rake" attachnent that would "play" the disc several tines each tine the rea
stylus tracked the groove.



Suction can be also used to renove | oose dust fromthe disc surface before and
after play using the crevice cleaning attachment on an ordi nary househol d
vacuum cl eaner. To do this place the disc on an audio LP turntable, then place
an inverted coffee nug over the center hub for added wei ght. The crevice

cl eaning attachment can then be held close to the disc surface as the turntable
spins to vacuumthe disc surface

Contributors to CED Di gest have described nmethods to chemically clean or treat
the disc surface. These methods do work, but no one knows for certain their
long termeffects- will discs so treated still be playable 20 years from now?

Synpt on(s) :

The pl ayer never enters play nobde when a disc is inserted, but the unit wll
play normally if with the power off, the pickup armis noved by hand to the
center of the disc grooves with the power then being sw tched on. Conversely,
the player may consistently start at the same point when playing discs, for
exanpl e 10 seconds into the program material on each disc.

Sol ution(s):

F/ G CED pl ayers have a | andi ng screw adj ustnent that deternines the point on
the disc surface where the stylus sets down when play is initiated. If this
adjustnent is too far out, the disc will never start to play because the player
systemcontrol is unable to locate the first nodul ated groove on the disc. If
the adjustnment is too far in, the stylus will miss the initial grooves on the
disc and usually start playback several seconds into the program naterial of
all discs inserted. On F/ G players the pickup armis pushed to the back of the
pl ayer each tinme a caddy is inserted, and the |anding screw sinply stops this
backward notion at a predetermned point that ideally is directly above the
first nodul ated groove on the disc.

The | andi ng screw adj ustment requires a 5/64" hex key, and the screwis
directly accessible on the back panel of the player. Looking at the back of
the player, locate the hole on the housing about 3 inches fromthe left side
and 1 inch fromthe player top. RCA has a service nmanual procedure where the
Service Test/Alignnment Discs can be used to adjust this, but each disc nust



have the dianeter of the first nodul ated groove printed on the caddy | abel

and nost of the later service discs lack this nunber. In practice, the proper
adj ustnent can be nmade via trial-and-error. If the adjustment is too far out,
rotate the landing screw a half turn cl ockw se (looking at the back of the

pl ayer), and check for playback upon disc insertion. |f no playback occurs,
rotate the screw cl ockwi se another half turn, or if playback now occurs a few
seconds into play, rotate the screw countercl ockwi se a quarter turn. Continue
decreasing how far the screwis rotated with each disc insertion until playback
begi ns near the start of the nodul ated grooves on the disc, which is usually
just a few seconds before the first graphics appear on screen. The | anding
screw is an 8-32 by 5/8" socket head set screw, so each full turn of the screw
spans about 40 seconds of disc play (1/32 inch x 9541 grooves/inch x 60/450
seconds/ groove).

Tomlists Fox International as being a good
source, but this does not seemto really be the case anynore. Perhaps | am
just searching their site wong, but | found nothing.

They are al so using the scanner
to gat her denographic data, a practice that has generated controversy, as

each CueCat scanner has a uni que serial number that becones associated with
the email address used to register the CRQ software that comes with the device.

to do is capture CED UPC s or other standard bar codes. But the output of

the scanner is encrypted and has to be decoded before the CED Title Exce
Macro will recognize it.

been nmy SJT-300 with renote. This is because out of all of ny players, this
is THE one that | actually purchased brand-new from an RCA cl oseout, and



have taken such gentle, wonderful care of this unit since day one.

Here is ny problem- | noticed a very slight "thunp thunp thunmp" sound
comng fromthe player when it is spinning at full speed. Since this player
has never been knocked or jostled in any way, | assunmed it was the turntable
hei ght adj ust nent.

So, | opened the unit, and checked the turntable for clearance. It is
snooth and silent! Then, | tested with ny "beat-up test disk", and observed
that the turntabl e does indeed wabble, ever so slightly! You can see the
reflection of light in the spinning disk "jitter" very slightly in-time to
t he noi se.

I was heartbroken! This is ny nicest player (as far as cosnetics), and
have al ways been very careful. The playback picture is not effected as far
as | can tell, except for every so often the picture "trenbl es" ever so
slighlty in-tine to the noise (which again, you have to put your ear up to
the unit to hear it - it is that quiet). This is especially evident when
readi ng text, such as in the beginning of filns.

SO - since height adjustnent won't work - is there ANYTHING that | can
do???? | amsick about this! :-(

On another note, | have another general question to pose to you collectors
out there - why is it that ny SGI series players (i.e. SGI-100, SGT-250)
seemto performso nmuch better than the newer, sleeker players? | mean,

they seemto track the discs nore accurately, and seemto be so ruggedly
built.

Usual | y these turntables get out of balance when the player sustains an inpact
while the turntable is spinning. But it can al so happen by playing a warped
di sc, wherein the warp of the disc gets transferred to the turntable. A warped
di sc should i mediately be renmoved fromthe player. You can tell a player is
pl aying a warped disc by the generation of a thunping sound froma previously
qui et player. Warped discs can also be identified by careful visual inspection

RCA had a machine in the player manufacturing plant that dynam cally bal anced
the turntable shortly before it was inserted into the player. There's a picture
of this at CED Magi c:

http://ww. cedmagi c. com pl ayer - manuf act uri ng/ 15-di rect-dri ve-turntabl e. ht m

Thi s machi ne operated on the sane principle used to balance autonobile tires,
but achi eved the end bal ance via an opposite nmethod. Tires are bal anced by
adding srmall |ead weights to the outer edge of the wheel, while the CED
turnt abl e was bal anced by renoving srmall anounts of plastic fromthe outer
edge of the turntable. The armin that picture with the vacuum hose attached
is arouter that drilled shallow holes into the underside of the turntable.

So it's technically possible to re-bal ance an out-of -whack turntable by
drilling additional holes, but I can't think of an easy way to do this short
of rebuilding that machine RCA used in the factory. A jig to achieve static
bal ance could be built rather easily, but it's the dynamnmic balance that's
critical. The turntables are interchangeable, so the easiest solution nmay be
to get a bal anced turntable out of another J/K player that has been set aside
as a parts machi ne.

If you've tried that and the front panel still doesn't work, make sure the
metal pins aren't offset to the left or right by one pin on the nylon jack, as
that woul d prevent the essential Gound pin from naking proper contact. If

nei ther of these options fix the problem here's the pinout fromleft to right
| ooki ng down into the player with the front of the player facing towards you

it's highly unlikely for the front panel switch assenbly to fail conpletely,
as that would happen only if the Gound line failed in the short space from
where it | eaves the front panel and neets the nylon connector. If such a
failure occurs, it can be fixed by soldering a snmall |ength of junper wire
around the break. A nore likely failure is for a single switch on the front
panel to stop worKking.

Since this is a 400 player, the inoperative front panel could be due to a
failure on the PW100 "sandwi ch" circuit board inside the player and have
nothing to do with the front panel itself. To test this, connect pin 8 of

the nylon connector to ground, then with a disc playing, short pin 5 to ground
with a light tap. Each time pin 5 is shorted the player should toggle into or
out of Pause. If this fails to happen, you'll know there is a problem
up-circuit fromthe nyl on connector

Many peopl e have asked about the VHD Video Disc system from Japan, and since
it's introduction was cancelled here in the US in 1984, |'ve been avidly
curious about this "other" type of capacitance disc system Well, | just
received a Victor HD- 7900 VHD player (circa 1985) and a slew of discs from
Japan and all | can say is that VHD is what CED SHOULD have been. For those
of you who arn't famliar with VHD, it was a disc system devel oped by JVC
(Victor in Japan) that used a stylus and capacitance variations to store
information, just like CED. It differed significantly however in that the

di sc size was only 10.2 inches and the discs had no grooves. The discs were
groovel ess and the flat dianond stylus tracked the disc via enbedded tracking
signals stored with the video signals. Discs's (which are in caddy's like
CED) rotated at 900 RPM and stored 4 fields of video per revolution. Each
10.2 inch side could store 60 mnutes of progranmi ng and the player is
capabl e of freeze-frame, chapter search, tine search, slownotion, etc..

A digital audio
di sc version, called AHD, and neant to conpete with the CD, was al so
avai l abl e, but | don't know what kind of success it achieved in Japan

Looki ng inside the player, the VHD stylus and stylus conpartnent | ook EXACTLY
i ke what you would see in a CED player - in fact, if soneone showed ne the
VHD stylus cartridge, 1'd think it was CED. The systemtracks the disc with
1/10th the pressure of CED and since the stylus is flat, the pressure is
spread out over a larger surface area, reducing the already nininml wear.

Di scs are not coated with silicon |ike CED s. They are sinply conductive
vinyl. Mastering was acconplished with either an el ectron beamor |aser and



di sc pressing was done on conventional presses (not injection nolded). The
di sc caddy's don't have full artwork on themlike CED s. Instead, they come
in cardboard slipcovers with artwork and the caddy itself just has a snall
label with disc title, running tinme, etc..

If no match conmes up, it will be worth peeling the |abel back further, otherw se
it can be glued back down with Elner's glue.

And the unused side would probably have sone other code
besi des 99999 printed on it, which is the code RCA applied to all their generic
reject-code stanpers. |'ve inspected a nunber of discs with other codes or ones
with the 99999 blotted out, but have never yet found any hidden video.

RCA' s decision to use a groove in order to elnmnate a servo
control was | MO their biggest mistake. The JVC [Japanese Victor]
had a data track and an enbedded servo track and stylus rode over
the top like a sled.

To save noney RCA used the capacitance nmethod for only the video.
In lieu of servo they used grooves on the disk. The stylus rode
in the groove and the cartridge in which the stylus was nmounted
was attached to an arm which was desgigned to be perpendicul ar

t he groove.

The arm had a hole with bearing through the back of the arm and
through the hole was a rotating shaft. As the stylus tracked

the arm ceased being exactly 90 degrees to the shaft and snall
"wheel s' then contacted the shaft and were set in notion by it, and
nmoved the armin the direction of the stylus novenent to bring it
to be perpendi cul ar again.

The idea was to save noney by using what anounted to a nechanica
servo. Bi g m stake. Not knowi ng the engi neering deci sons which
caused this, the choice may have been nade early in the gane
where the electronic servo in the JVC was not seen as financially
f easi bl e.

Previ ously RCA had dunped $400, 000. 000 i n reasarch on devel opi ng
their owm VCR before scrapping it and buying the VHS technol ogy.

At this time RCA al so seened to have 'revol ving door CEGCs', where
the head man seened to get change every coul pl e of years. One of
the first noves the new person in charge seened to do, was to kil
proj ects from previ ous nanagenent.

This, in nmy opinion, is why RCA exists only as brand nane for
a consuner electronics division of Thonpson of France in the
consumer el ectronics market. [The RCA CD s brand is owned by
Berel esman' s nusic division - BM3.

the brand RCA - which stood for Radi o Corporation of Anmerica

wound up being owned by a conpany that was at |east partially owned
by the French governnent, given that in that era the French did not
seemto particularly care for anything Anerican
