    I have Found a Fix for the SJT & SKT Players with a Defective Front
MEMBRANE Switch assembly. When the Switch Assembly is Bad, Some or All of the
Front Buttons wont work(EX.Pause/Rev/Fwd). The Switch usually Fails on
Players where the Front has been Removed numerous times.
     The Connections fail where the Membrane material is Connected to the
Pins that plug into the Wiring Harness going to the Microprocessor Circuit.
If the end of the Switch Assembly gets bent very many times, if will break



the Connections where the Membrane Material mates to the Metal Pins.
    The FIX is to Buy a Defroster Repair Kit at an Auto Parts Store. It has a
Bottle of Copper Paint,a Small brush and a Template.
    Step 1:  Pull back the Plastic Cover over the end of the Switch assembly
where the Metal Pins are.
    Step 2:Clean off the Connectors & the Foil Path about a 1/4" back with
Alcohol.
    Step 3: Paint each Connection and its Corresponding Foil Path and let dry.
    Step 4: Then Repaint over each Connection so there are 2 coats of the
Repair Paint on each one.
    Step 5: Check to Make sure You dont have Foil Paths together as the Paint
may Run into the Path Next to it. You can take a Small Screwdriver or a Knife
and Clean between the 2 Paths.
    Step 6: Reinstall the Front and check for operation.

    This Fix does take some time, but if You have a Bad Front Assembly, its
the Only way You can Repair the Player as the Switch is NO LONGER AVAILABLE.

Dear All,

If you are selling on e-bay, some tips include preaching to the unconverted to
increase the number of bidders.  That means advertising in more than the CED
category.  It also brings more people into the CED fold and makes the format
more
viable by generating interest in the medium.

Also, I have written about how to use a Nitty Gritty Record cleaning machine to
clean your discs and prolong the life of your stylus.  I may have inadvertantly
forgotten to said to use a carbon fiber brush to brush away lint that is left
by
the cleaning lip of the machine.

For those that can't bring themselves to spill the dollars for one of these
machines, you may try using a carbon fiber brush by itself.  I use the
Pickering
carbon fiber brushes from Germany, and they go for between $9-12.

I have machines on e-bay right now that have new load belts, the shafts have
been
lubed, and I have adjusted the height of the platter.  They also have new
stylus
in them.  Most of these machines are SJT-90's that were purchased to be used in
a
hotel, but never were.    So far, two of the machines have pulled well over
200,
and two have gone for the 150 buy it now price.  Contact me directly, at
jacuriel@csus.edu,  to purchase one for $150 plus shipping from Sacramento,
California.

I was successful in converting a CRK-33 RCA remote to use it as a CRK-34 for
the
SJT-300's using Tom's advice on changing the C1 capacitor.  Thanks Tom. I
encourage people to try it if they get a chance.

I am getting a lot of e-mails on people wanting their machines fixed.  Tom, is
there any chance that a workshop could take place somewhere or via the web on
fixing these machines?  The repair section on the page is wonderful.  I have a
fair amount of luck with the J and K series, but the G and F ones are outside
my
forte.  Also, where can one get some of the repair equipment like the
adjustment
guage for the F and G series.  A workshop on how to use the oscillisope and
other
devices to identify what is wrong might be handy.

Also, a list of shops that still repair these machines might be even better.

Hello All:

A player problem that seems to be coming up more often in J/K CED players is a
missing protective cap on the disc transfer rod. If the cap is missing, a
little damage will be done to every disc inserted into the player. I have this
part available along with installation instructions on this page:

http://www.cedmagic.com/tech-info/transfer-rod-cap/transfer-rod-cap.html

That page also provides a picture of the receiver spindle, which is another
part sometimes missing from J/K CED players. The absence of this part is
tricky, because the player will still work without it, but the likelihood of a
disc not falling flat onto the turntable increases. If you have this problem,
check the player to make sure the receiver spindle is there.

>it make those colors?

The "grooves" on the jewel case cover have prisms cut into them at distinct
angles so that the card underneath can provide six separate images depending on
the angle of view. All those colors are present on the card, but it looks dull
brown because without the facets, all the colors are mixed together too close
for the eye to discern. This is the same thing that happens when an assortment
of different-colored paints are mixed together. Patent 5,588,526 viewable at
this URL provides more technical detail on how the CD cover works:

February 3, 1982:

Stuart Gray, Division Vice President, Program and Market Research, RCA



"SelectaVision" VideoDiscs, said the survey showed that the average video disc
player owner expects to buy five additional albums over the next three months.

Mr. Gray said more than 90 percent of the 1,223 respondents expressed overall
satisfaction with their video disc player, a very high percentage for a new
consumer electronics product.

The survey also showed that 17 percent of the player households surveyed are
pay cable subscribers, which is slightly above the national average; and 16
percent have video cassette recorders, which is substantially higher than the
national average of 4 percent.

Mr. Gray said the findings illustrate that the video disc is compatible with
other home video products and services.

Mr. Gray said 19 percent of the sample have rented discs, and 47 percent of
them have ended up buying at least one of the discs they rented.

RCA Introduces New VideoDisc Player with Optional Retail Price of $349.95

NASHVILLE, Tenn., February 10 -- Supported by a sharply higher level of
consumer awareness of video disc players, RCA today introduced a new
"SelectaVision" VideoDisc player model with an optional retail price of
$349.95.

Jack K. Sauter, RCA Group Vice President and General Manager of the Consumer
Electronics Division, said the new lower price level of RCA's monaural
VideoDisc player was planned at this time to match the rapid rise in the
public's awareness of the video disc product. "The awareness level now stands
at 61 percent of the population owning a color TV set, according to our newest
research findings." he said.

Compared with the video cassette recorder, "which represents a more established
new video product, the video disc player now stands only 13 percent behind the
VCR in consumer awareness," Mr. Sauter said. He explained that "the consumer
must be sufficiently knowledgeable about a product before a price/value
relationship can be established and a purchase decision considered."



At the same time, RCA reported that total industry retail sales of "CED" video
disc players amounted to an estimated 105,000 units in 1981. Including imported
competitive brands of the "CED" system, Mr. Sauter said that total industry
sales at the consumer level during the product's introductory year "were quite
encouraging considering the recessionary atmosphere of the nation's economy."

RCA also estimated that the company closed out the year with sales of 2.1
million "CED" video disc albums at the factory level, "a considerably higher
total than was expected," Mr. Sauter said.

He noted previous reports from RCA's "SelectaVision" VideoDiscs operation that
disc sales to the consumer have been exceptionally strong, with many video disc
player owners purchasing double the number of discs that RCA had anticipated
before launching its VideoDisc system last March.

"In providing distributors and retailers with an opportunity to offer a
significantly lower priced player that has the advantage of a full year of
manufacturing experience, RCA obviously expects to benefit from a total
business opportunity that includes the player as well as continuing multiple
album purchases," Mr. Sauter said.

RCA's new SGT100 model VideoDisc player weighs only 20 pounds and is as
extremely compact as the initial model, SFT100. It features Visual Search which
allows both forward and reverse scanning of a program while continuously
displaying a picture on the screen. The player also includes Rapid Access, a
high speed feature that locates any desired segment of the disc using a digital
time indicator.

The replaced SFT100 model player will be offered to RCA distributors at a
specially reduced price, Mr. Sauter said. "It is quite possible that portions
of the trade which take a less traditional approach with their profit margins
may elect to offer the closeout model at today's competitive price point of
$299.95," he added.

RCA's national advertising campaign for its VideoDisc system will be
highlighted in the first quarter by a special 1,500-line newspaper ad that is
scheduled to run in more than 220 newspaper editions on Thursday, February 25.
The new lower price of RCA's VideoDisc player will be featured in the ad, Mr.
Sauter noted.

Recently, some of my machines were subjected to below 50 degree temperatures
for a few days.

I tried to play a few of them while they were cold, and I heard a strange like
small snap noise like something small breaking or cracking.  Sounded like it
came from up front.  I then warmed up the machines putting one in a warm room
for a couple of days, and the other using a hair dryer.  These SJT-90 machines
power up,load and unload discs, but they will not read a disc and they display



only two horizontal dashes on the time readout.  I have not yet done autopsies
to find out what broke or why they will not work even after they were warmed
up.

I warmed up two machines before playing using the same methods of one in a warm
room for a few days, and one using a hair dryer.  Both work fine, and I have
watched several movies on them.

Does anyone know what part or parts on the SJT's and SKT's is breaking when
machines are played when they are cold?  I believe it is in carrier arm, but I
am not sure.  Haven't had time to look yet.

I also wanted to warn people not to immediately plug in and play a machine that
is cold.  Let it warm up in a heated room for a couple of days.  Take the cover
off if you want.

The lack of sound would not be due to a bad stylus because the signal recovered
at that point contains both video and audio and it wouldn't be possible to have
one without the other. The problem causing lack of sound takes place somewhere
in the signal processing circuitry after the video and audio components have
been separated. The most common cause of this sound loss is failure of the
Audio FM Demodulator integrated circuit, which results in no sound on mono
players and sound on one channel only with stereo players:

The failures I've seen with this chip result in no sound period, so the
crackling sound could be something else. The best way to diagnose this would be
to signal trace the sound path through the processing board until the circuit
node where it goes awry is located.

Well, the Servo belts and drive belt arrived I am thanking you for the
speedy handling of the affair considering the small financial gain it
might have meant to you.  <grin>.

Onward.

So. I installed the new belt and wisely tested the results before
re-assembling the case.  The symptom is still apparent, only not to the
same degree of frequency.  Let me put that another way.  What seems to
be happening and is probably why the original belt failed is that the
belt tracks out along the drive shaft, which causes it to walk off the
primary gear as well.  The end result is that it jams the larger
secondary gear, putting a drag on the entire process.

It is therefore apparent that one or the other or perhaps both of the
surfaces (the shaft from the motor or the tracking surface of the drive
gear) are out of true.  At least if the belt tracked in the opposite
direction toward the wall of the gearbox, it would be less prone to bind
up the operation.  Still, it would eventually run off the drive surface
altogether or at least sufficiently enough so as not to be functional.
Anyway, what's happening seems to indicate that the tension of the belt
has either pulled the shaft from the motor up or the drive gear shaft
down; perhaps a little of both.  There probably is a mechanism built
into the design that makes it possible to adjust this problem, but I
haven't, as of this moment in time, quite got a handle on the dynamics
involved.  I have a couple of thoughts involving shimming that might
work, but have yet to implement them.

Since the motor transom and gearbox assy are injection mold creations
made from a duPont styrene synthesis, I happen to have found a stress
table for variations of this sort of design that was manufactured by
Paramount Plastics back during the late seventies and early eighties.
I've been working on a relational variation routine in EXCEL that will
accept the output from a simulation run under TrueSpace (3-d imaging)
and Turbo-Cad.

Um, Well, yes.  That's getting way off into left field, isn't it.
Anyway, if I can work it out over the next few days, I'll share the
results.  Hopefully, I will be able to put sufficient stress back into
the transom to draw the two shafts away from each other sufficiently to
cause the belt to track properly once again.  I wonder why they designed
that drive with a convex hub instead of a concave one!  Planned



obsolescence and timed failure?  Who really knows for sure!

I did what I had to do during the day yesterday and fired up the
Selectavision after dinner.

Somewhere up here I read a piece about revitalizing the stylus with
alcohol so I swirled it around in a glass of cognac for a few seconds -
removing it when the plastic began to dissolve.  Sure enough, the
minuscule tip brightened right up and began transmitting a flawless
image!

Just kidding!  Actually, I used a cotton swab and dried it all out
carefully with a few gentle blasts from a can of air.  No fluorocarbons.

       I have came across a problem with the 154216 Stylus's, (they Fit the
SJT and SKT Rca Players). I have been ordering New Old Stock from My RCA
Parts distributor for some time now and have never had a Problem. But, in the
Past 6 Months I have ordered around 20 of them and have received 8 that were
bad. When I say bad, I mean that the Stylus tips are not connected. In fact ,
the small copper colored band that goes from the Stylus Tip to the Pressed in
Connector is hanging loose ,apparently from some sort of Corrosion of the
Metal band.It is always broken where it attaches to the Pressed in Connector.
Has anyone had this Problem?
    I have a Theory, These Stylus have been sitting around in an RCA
Warehouse for around 15 to 18 Years, I think the Moisture in the Warehouse is
causing this. In Fact, on a couple of the Bad Stylus, the copper colored Band
has turned a Darker Color like copper will turn when exposed to moisture. I
have also bought a lot of these on ebay and have never found this problem on
them, which probably confirms My theory. If there stored in someones house in
a controlled environment, the band doesnt come loose.

    As You probably all know, There isnt anyway to Repair this problem, I
have looked at them under a Microscope and cant see any way to reconnect the
Copper colored Band back to the Connector.

   If anyone has any thoughts on this, Please let Me know.

Dear DJ,

I received a whole shipment of new stylus that were broken.  They were a free
gift
sent by a nice gentlemen in Pennsylvania.

It took several tries, but I took four broken cartridges and from these I
reconstructed one working cartridge.  If the ribbon is connected to the stylus,
you can solder the ribbon back to the cartridge using surgical tweezers to hold
things in place.  A minimum of solder is best.  There are several problems
attempting this.  First, it is difficult to get everything in place and set up
with the proper bend to the ribbon while it sits in place for solder.  Second,
the
copper hold on the cartridge or copper button where the ribbon attaches to the
cartridge can become heated to the point where it pushes through the cartridge.
Once that button goes through because of heat you have to begin again on a new
cartridge main body.

So, for best results do it quickly with a minimum of solder to hold the ribbon
to
the copper button on the cartridge

My fault!  I was not clear on the matter.  Before posting about a
problem, I tried every reasonable and logical approach to a solution
that came to mind.

I played both sides of the second disk with the same null results.

I removed the platter from the sleeve and inspected both surfaces; there
appear to be no scratches or other visible defects.

It worked fine once upon a time and disk two of this movie has data on
both sides.  The final 18 minutes is on side two of disk two.  That
means no matter which side I play, I should get something.  Odd that
both sides should prove faulty now when once upon a time they both
worked.  It has all the earmarks of a physical rather than a logical
problem, but I have no idea what it might be.  The damage could be
microscopic, I suppose, but other than a scratch or imbedded particle, I
have no idea what to look for.  Is the data binary - as in '0's and
'1's? - so that the destruction of a single bit would impair the entire
'start-up' sequence?  That's what happens with a hard drive when you
blow out the FAT data in Sector '0' ...

Greetings.  I'm new to the CED scene, having been given a non-functioning
SGT100 and several disks. To eliminate the possibility, I bit the bullet and
replaced the stylus with a NOS 154100.  $58.00 later, and still not working,
I'm a little dismayed, but nonetheless committed to fixing it.  I'll
describe exactly what it's doing (actually, not doing), along with what I've
checked, so that maybe you experts have a suggestion.

1) I get a flashing "L" in the load/unload position - seems normal.
2) After loading and moving the lever to play, the platter spins up, but I
get only "- -" on the display.  I never get a video or audio signal on the
screen.

3) Upon examination, the stylus does lower into position onto the disk, but
the servo drive never attempts to advance.
4) If I move the arm off of the resting position, to somewhere nearer the
center of the player, and then turn it on, the servo WILL move the arm
backward toward to rear of the player a couple centimeters before lowering
the stylus, but still no signal of any type.

5) I have checked the regulator voltages at the test points indicated in the
"FAQ" section of the website - all are right on target.

CED titles do vary in a measurement called "the diameter of the first modulated
groove." If this disc happens to have a small value for this measurement
relative to other discs in your collection, it could result in no playback on
that disc, while other discs play OK. A quick check would be to turn the SGT075
player off and advance the pickup arm by hand to the approximate middle of the
groove band. If playback then occurs when the power is switched back on, an
adjustment of the stylus set down position may be in order:

The average video disc player owner is expected to buy nearly 30 video disc
albums in the first 12 months of ownership, a rate more than double RCA's
original forecasts, it was announced today.

Seth M. Willenson, Division Vice President, Programs and Business Affairs, RCA
"SelectaVision" VideoDiscs, said this rate of purchase underscores the growing
popularity of the video disc as a home entertainment device.

"The outlay just for video disc albums represents an impressive investment on
the part of the average video disc player owner, particularly in view of
economic conditions," he said.

"It is further evidence that consumers are becoming more home entertainment
oriented, and that they will spend money for programs that entertain and
inform," Mr. Willenson said.

In addition to a reluctance to go out at night in many areas, he noted the cost
of outside entertainment has escalated to the point where the average family
now finds it cheaper to bring the entertainment home on inexpensive video
discs.



Mr. Willenson said it will be possible to buy a video disc of a Broadway show,
such as "Pippin" or "Eubie!," for less than the $35 cost of a single ticket to
a Broadway theater.

The average movie on video disc costs about $22, which is less than the cost of
going out to a movie when one considers such expenses as tickets, baby-sitter,
driving and parking, buying snacks in the theater and possibly a refreshment on
the way home, he said.

"In addition to the economics," he added, "the video disc enables the consumer
to tailor his or her viewing to specific subjects, and for the first time to
buy and collect programs that appeal to specific tastes. The video disc also
permits family members to watch a program as often as they want, when they
want, in the safety and comfort of their own home."

The video disc also gives the home TV viewer direct control over what is on his
or her television screen at any hour of the day. Mr. Willenson said this is
particularly important to many parents who want to control their children's
viewing habits. "Different programs have different appeal to different people,
making it possible to collect those discs which satisfy one's preference.

"With the video disc, a parent can become the producer and director of
television viewing in the home. A diverse catalog of family-oriented programs
is available at the parent's discretion," he said.

By freeing the family from the schedule of the networks or cable operators, the
video disc "adds a new dimension to home entertainment and promises to have an
impact on lifestyles in the 1980's," Mr. Willenson said.

The RCA video disc system enables every homeowner to convert the family
television room into a screening room that rivals anything in Hollywood, and at
only a fraction of the cost.

The screening rooms on the "Bel Air" circuit are reported to have cost upwards
of $500,000, depending on the sophistication of the equipment used. Now, for as
little as $300 or less, the video disc does the same for the average home.

Since the television set serves as the display device, there is no need for
projectors, screens, threading film or changing reels. An RCA video disc holds
up to two hours of programming, which means that most movies can be put on a
single disc. The video disc player attaches easily to any television set and
produces a picture of excellent quality.

Mr. Willenson said the RCA system makes it possible to bring home the classics
as well as recent motion pictures, the best of television, the best of Walt
Disney and other children's programs, sports programs, cultural fare from
Shakespeare to the ballet, music from rock to country, and instructional
programs on many subjects, all at prices cheaper than going to the movie or the
live theater.

"And the consumer can see these shows at his convenience, as often as he wants,
at no additional cost," he said.

"Actually, watching quality programs at home can become an enjoyable family
experience, complete with popcorn, soda and other refreshments. And the pause
button on the video disc player enables the family to replenish supplies
without missing a single frame of the program."

>the disc is loaded.  I took it apart and the motor seems to work however I
>suspect a belt is out.  Radio Shack told me to get lost.  I looked into your
>site a little and can't quite determine whether I need the Servo Drive Belt,
>Turntable Drive Belt, or the Function Motor Drive Belt.

From your description this sounds like it is an RCA SGT250 player. If that is
the case, and the player loads a disc with the turntable spinning, then the
turntable drive belt and function motor drive belt are OK. THE "--" in the LED
display means no signal is being recovered from the disc, which could be due to
a worn-out or missing servo drive belt. Other common causes of this are a
defective stylus cartridge or improper stylus set down position. The later can
be checked by manually advancing the pickup arm to the approximate middle of
the groove band on the disc, while testing the stylus cartridge requires
substitution of a known-good stylus cartridge.

The BFFI solution appears to be a gentle finger-tap at the left side of
the case front causes the stylus to jump ahead a few tracks and - viola!
- the play begins!  Based on that ignorant bit of experimentation, I did
the quarter-turn-ahead adjustment with the hex-screw and all is now well
with "Once Upon A Time...".

The same problem occurred with "Victor/Victoria" and that one is also
resolved.  Evidently, the second disk of multi-disk sets tend to start a
track or two later than the Start Disc.  Curious.  And they both worked
fine originally, so it probably has to do with 'aging' of the Stylus
carrier and tracking mechanism.  Once it is broken in and loosens up a
bit... much like any other mechanical device.

I have an SJT-090 that seems to
NOT suffer from this problem at all.  It's picture is flawless. No wobble
effect.  I was just wondering what the problem could be? A faulty
Resonator Circuit Assembly?   Or something else?  All turntables do not
physically wobble, they're straight & true. So that possibility is
overruled.   Any help would be appreciated.  Many Thanx, and CED Lives
On!

>I have an SKT-400 and an SJT-300 that both seem to be having a problem of



>the picture very wobbly as the disc plays.   The picture quality and
>sound quality are 100%, but the entire picture wobbles thru-out the
>entire side of play.  I can re-load the disc and the problem will either
>get somewhat better, or somewhat worse.

This sounds like a problem somewhere in the armstretcher circuit that provides
time base correction in the CED system. If you have ever played an audio LP
with the spindle hole stamped off-center you'll understand what this circuit
does. In the case of the audio LP, the sound flutters as the angular velocity
of the stylus tip increases and decreases. In the case of CED's, jitter in the
video image is visible. RCA went to great lengths to achieve Zero TIR, a state
where the center hole is perfectly cut into the stamper used to press discs,
but there could be small variations, and because the disc needs to freely drop
onto the spindle in J/K players, the spindle is slightly smaller than the disc
center hole.

The armstretcher circuit uses a phase lock loop to correct these small
variations, which causes a transducer to constantly "lengthen" and "shorten"
the stylus tip as the disc spins. If the loop circuit is broken this transducer
becomes non-functional, and no time base corrections are made. To fix this
problem it will be necessary to troubleshoot the armstretcher circuit in
conjunction with the player service manual.

Digital Convergence, the company that was distributing the free CueCat optical
scanner which can catalog CED titles, appears to have gone completely out of
business. Their web site has been non-existent for a few weeks and RadioShack
has recently started having their stores dispose of any scanners remaining in
inventory. Some people have reported finding multiple cases of the scanners in
the dumpsters behind RadioShack stores. If you want a scanner, now would be a
good time to check with your local RadioShack to see if they're still giving
them away or have already tossed them. Some of these scanners were made with a
USB interface, but the plentiful PS/2 variety can be adopted with a PS/2 to USB
adapter. RadioShack has a cheap one available for $9.99. I'll update the CueCat
page once I determine this company is truly gone:

For the purpose of cataloging CED titles of other items with UPC's, it doesn't
really matter if the company is gone, as they gave away over 10 million of the
units. They'll be turning up in thrift stores and on Ebay for a long time to
come. I even brought one in a thrift store for $1.99 as it had a Forbes logo
indicating it was one of the first ones made. Digital Convergence appears to
have never made any money past their initial investors, so it's not surprising
they went down giving away these units for free. The Dallas-based company laid
off most of its employees last Summer, but I haven't seen any news reports
since then. Here's an article from the Dallas News describing the company's
woes, so they may post a follow-up if more details emerge:

CueCat Firm Fires Most Workers, Restructures

The Dallas-based technology company behind the CueCat computer-scanning
device fired the majority of its 225 staffers on Friday as part of a
restructuring.

Employees leaving the local offices of Digital Convergence Corp. said
about 160 workers in Dallas were told that their jobs were eliminated,
leaving about a dozen workers to maintain the company's servers and answer
phones.

Some employees in the New York office also were let go, according to
company spokeswoman Molly Reilly, who declined to comment on the total
number of jobs cut.

"The staff has been significantly reduced," she said. "But a number of
employees throughout the company have decided to stay on as unpaid
consultants."

Ms. Reilly said privately held Digital Convergence will continue to honor
its contracts with investors, which include NBC parent General Electric
Co. and Dallas-based Belo.

"Belo is going to continue with the Digital Convergence technology in the
same way that it always has," said Skip Cass, Belo senior vice president.

The company uses the technology at its media properties, which include The
Dallas Morning News and WFAA-TV (Channel 8).

Digital Convergence's technology enables consumers to scan bar codes in
publications and on product labels in order to link directly to Web pages.

The software also picks up special television signals to send nearby
computers to related Web sites.

This week, NBC launched a promotional contest using the linking
technology. An NBC executive said the company has been assured that
Digital Convergence will honor its contract throughout the campaign, which
ends July 11.

GE has an 8.94 percent stake in Digital Convergence. Calls to the company
Friday were not returned.

Belo has a stake of about 6.92 percent and invested $37.5 million in
Digital Convergence, according to Mr. Cass. He said he could not comment
on how Belo would handle its investment.

RadioShack Corp. wrote off its $30 million investment in Digital
Convergence in the first quarter, saying that Digital Convergence has had
problems getting financing because of the technology industry downturn.

The Fort Worth-based electronics retailer manufactured and distributed
Digital Convergence's free handheld scanners. RadioShack plans to continue
handling the devices.



"We have stock in the stores, and we're continuing to distribute," said
Laura Moore, senior vice president. "I believe manufacturing has been
completed."

Digital Convergence spokesman Peter Eschbach said the company can support
its customers and investors with its remaining crew.

"Quite frankly, we're even going after new business," he said.

Digital Convergence gave fired employees no severance pay. The workers
were told they would receive stock options if the company's current
financial situation changes.

"They could have value, if at a future point we have an IPO or enter a
strategic alliance with a public company," Ms. Reilly said.

In March, Digital Convergence said market conditions forced it to withdraw
a planned initial public offering. The company had intended to issue 10
million shares at an offering price of $11 a share.

Jim Carnes, CEO of Sarnoff Corp. (formerly RCA Laboratories) last week
announced his upcoming retirement after 11 years in that job. Here's a Sarnoff
press release on Dr. Carnes' retirement:

In the late 1970's Dr. Carnes headed a team at RCA Labs that developed the
first CCD comb filter integrated circuit. This IC was initially marketed in RCA
TV's in 1979 as the Dynamic Detail Processor and gave RCA a competitive
advantage with the cleaner picture and improved resolution provided by the IC.
This was the same time as the design of the SFT100 CED player was being
finalized, so two members of Dr. Carnes' team, Dalton Pritchard and Donald
Sauer, went to work on adopting the comb filter IC for CED use. The primary
comb filter function made the so-called "buried subcarrier" encoding feasible,
a form of analog compression where the chrominance subcarrier is at 1.53MHz
rather than the NTSC standard of 3.58MHz and thus can be buried inside the 3MHz
luminance bandwidth.

A secondary function of the custom chip implemented for CED players was a 1-H
delayed signal, which allows the FM demodulator circuit to choose either the
incoming video or the 1-H delayed video signal. This was used for the
correction of picture drop-outs caused by small defects on the disc surface.



The CED Comb filter/defect corrector IC is RCA Part No. 149039, and the same IC
was used in all F/G/J/K CED players:

There actually isn't a need to have the CueCat software installed for the
scanner to simply read regular UPC's. All that is needed is one of the
third-party software products, like Catnip for Windows machines, or MacCat for
the Macintosh, which have download links in the step-by-step instructions on
the CueCat page. The CueCat software doesn't even work any longer, returning
the rather cryptic message "Your computer is not online with the Internet.
Please check your Internet connection" whenever a barcode is scanned with the
software running. This message could more accurately be stated "The web site
www.crq.com cannot be located. Either your Internet connection is inactive or
the web site is down. The CueCat software requires access to this web site so
demographic data on your scanning habits can be gathered."

Is there anyone on the list in Dallas who knows more about the ultimate fate of
the Digital Convergence company? I haven't seen any up-to-date info on the
web, and since the company was/is privately owned, the owners don't have to
make public statements about their status.

I have a
lot of CED's that have spots on them probably from damp conditions (I live
in the UK BTW which may have something to do with it) and I'm sure they
would play better if cleaned. I also have some with finger marks, due to
curious previous owners, which I would also like to clean off as they
attract dust like a magnet.

"We are experiencing an accelerating demand for video discs and our
distributor-to-dealer shipments are running at the highest levels since the RCA
video disc system was introduced in March 1981," according to Thomas G. Kuhn,
Division Vice President, RCA "SelectaVision" VideoDiscs.

Those who own their players for four months or less already have
bought an average of 14.5 albums -the highest for this category since RCA began
tracking consumer purchases in March 1981," Mr. Kuhn said.

"Consumers are buying discs in record numbers," he added. "Some retailers, such
as Erol's in Washington, D. C., Lechmere's in Boston and Crazy Eddie's in New
York, report that they have sold almost as many discs in the first three months
of 1982 as in all of 1981, and the pace seems to be quickening despite the
adverse economy."

Noting that RCA and CBS are both producing "CED" video discs, Mr. Kuhn said,
"It now looks as though there may be approximately 450 titles available to
consumers by the end of this year."

Mr. Kuhn said video disc sales reflected a growing consumer interest in home
entertainment. "The video disc permits consumers to enjoy their favorite
programs and stars in the comfort and security of their own homes, and now the
system is available at prices they can afford."

He noted that RCA will bring "On Golden Pond" to market on the disc in May at
approximately $28, while the same motion picture on prerecorded video cassette
has a list price of about $80. This film, starring Henry and Jane Fonda and
Katharine Hepburn, won three Academy awards and is one of the most highly
acclaimed films of the year.

In addition to movies, the RCA video disc catalog includes children's programs,
science fiction, comedy, music, the best of television, drama and the
performing arts, sports and programs of special interest.

Mr. Kuhn also noted that Miss Piggy, the star of "The Muppet Movie", hogged the
spotlight as the top box office draw in the first full year of the RCA video
disc system.

In a survey of almost 1,200 video disc owners, "The Muppet Movie" was the most
popular video disc with consumers. It was followed by "Airplane!", "Star Trek
-- The Motion Picture", "The Black Stallion" and "M*A*S*H."

In achieving superstar status on the video disc, Miss Piggy beat out such stars
as Captain Kirk, James Bond, Mickey Rooney, Robert Redford, John Travolta and
The Godfather.

A second Miss Piggy movie, "The Great Muppet Caper", ranked 31st on the
popularity list.

Mr. Kuhn said "The Muppet Movie" also was one of ten RCA video discs which
recently received a Gold Video Award from the Recording Industry Association of
America (RIAA). To qualify for a Gold Award, a video disc must have certified
sales of at least 25,000 units and $1 million retail list value.

"Since 'The Muppet Movie' has a suggested retail price of $19.98, we had to
ship more than 50,000 units to meet the RIAA's criteria," Mr. Kuhn said.

INDIANAPOLIS, May 7 -- RCA formally broke ground today for a new $19 million
facility capable of supplying an essential material used in the manufacture of
"CED" video discs to other manufacturers on a worldwide basis.

The establishment of a separate facility to produce compounding material will
also enable RCA to support expanded disc manufacturing at the company's
Rockville Road plant which produces all RCA-branded "CED" video discs, as well
as other brands of discs.

"In the space of some 11 months, RCA has nearly tripled the video disc pressing
capacity in support of strong consumer demand for discs, " said Dr. Jay J.



Brandinger, Division Vice President and General Manager, RCA "SelectaVision"
VideoDisc Operations.

In addition to the new 55,000 square foot compounding facility, RCA has
completed a new power plant here with a planned capability of handling energy
requirements for 60 disc presses.

The compounding facility will consist in part of special mixing equipment which
blends the plastic, carbon and other additives that are used in pressing the
conductive RCA discs. The blended material takes the form of pellets, which are
formed into a mass and then placed between the two stampers of an automatic
compression molding press to make the final disc.

In the RCA "CED" system, the disc provides up to 60 minutes per side of sound
and pictures for display on a television receiver using the VideoDisc player.
RCA plans to introduce stereo discs and players in June, thus significantly
broadening its VideoDisc line to provide wider appeal to more segments of the
consumer market.

Dr. Brandinger said the new compounding facility, which will replace a smaller
in-plant operation, will be "a totally closed system that is
computer-controlled and environmentally clean. " Stainless steel equipment will
be used extensively in the compounding system that will be able to process some
50,000 pounds of raw material on a daily basis.

The facility will be the most modern system in the world for supplying the
essential compound material for the disc manufacturers worldwide, Dr.
Brandinger said. Completion date will be in the early part of 1983.

I tried using the CueCat scanner to catalog my CED collection.  I wanted to
share my experience in case you wanted to try it too.

1) From the CED Magic home page, "CED Title Excel Macro" page does not have a
link to the information that you will need to run the CueCat.  Instead, click
on the CueCat link near the bottom of the CED Magic home page in this line:
„Digital Convergence- Supplier of the Free CueCat Scanner‰ That will give you
the information you will need to set the scanner up.  Use the CatNip program
link available to download the *free* software you need to make the CueCat talk
to Excel spreadsheet.  Free is good.

2) Use the 11-digit Excel UPC Macro.  It seems to work using the CueCat for
most disks.  The CED Magic Web site was a little unclear which to use and why
unless you understand barcode-ese better than I do.

3) The Excel macro only works on a batch basis.  It does not, unfortunately,
translate the numbers into titles as you scan them in.  For this reason, we
kept our lots to about 65 disks, ran the macro, and edited the resulting page.
I saved each set as a new file name.  When I had a few sets done I cut and
pasted all onto a single spreadsheet and sorted so that my entire collection
was listed alphabetically.

4) Be prepared for many of the scans to come back and tell you that they
cannot match up a title with the scan when you run the macro.  This seems to be
especially true of double disks.

5) Sometimes your scan will produce a number that the macro just does not
understand, so line the disks up in order after you scan so that when you
complete a page you can find the unidentified title.

6) The CatNip program has a control window where you need to set the „return‰
after each scan so it will go to the next line.  In that same window you can
set a „beep‰ or other sound after the scan.  I recommend this highly even
though the software kept screwing up my Windows sound system causing me to
reboot several times.  Even clean undamaged disks sometimes take several swipes
to register and the beep helps indicate success.

7) Altogether this was not a bad experience.  I‚m not done yet but I cataloged
264 disks in a couple of hours on Sunday afternoon.  Don‚t try this without a
scanner.  It helps to have someone moving disks around and I‚ll bet a laptop
would be even better than carrying disks like we did.

So I ordered one from Fox
International. When it came I thought I had it properly inserted in the machine
and still no luck. In the process of attempting repair I damaged the stylus.
The more I learn the more I think it was one of those notorious badly stored
stylus and was probably just waiting to break.
    So I brought it to a repair place. They too thought it was the stylus. They
ordered one and it arrived busted. When they tried to get another they were
told there was no more.



    If anyone can give me advice I would appreciate it greatly. I live in
Seattle, Washington and would be happy to find a repair person locally who
really knows these things.

Subject: Ammonia Damage to Stylus Cartridges

Hello All:

I received some information on an analysis RCA did to determine the cause of
high failure rate among 154216 stylus cartridges in their Deptford parts depot.
These cartridges were originally stored in white boxes, and it was determined
that ammonia outgassing from the bleach originally used to make the box paper
white was over time corroding the beryllium copper flylead on the stylus
cartridge. RCA replaced all cartridge boxes still in inventory with inert brown
cardboard boxes, which accounts for the relative rarity of 154216 cartridges
still in white boxes.

The 149000 and 154100 cartridges also come in white boxes, but the foam
packaging in these boxes provides some isolation from the white cardboard which
apparently lessens the effect of the ammonia. It's unknown how long this
outgassing goes on, as new stylus cartridges in these white boxes will be
approaching 20 years of being enclosed in that box, but it won't hurt to remove
all stylus cartridges from white paper packaging and store them in something
relatively inert, like a glass or metal container. It also would be prudent to
have a silca gel dessicator in that container to lessen the possibility of
humidity damage.

SALES OF CED VIDEO DISC PLAYERS AND DISCS EXCEEDED $90 MILLION IN FIRST 12
MONTHS

CHICAGO, June 6 -- Despite the recession, American consumers spent more than
$90 million for CED video disc players and albums in the product's first year,
Thomas G. Kuhn, Division Vice President, RCA VideoDiscs, announced today.

"This means that video disc hardware and software sales in the first 12 months
exceeded the combined first-year sales volumes of black-and-white television,
color television, and video cassette recorders, an achievement that becomes
even more dramatic when viewed against the economic environment of the
past-year," Mr. Kuhn told a press dinner prior to the opening of the Consumer
Electronics Show here.

Mr. Kuhn said disc sales have far exceeded RCA's expectations. He said there
are some 250 titles currently available on the CED system, a number which is
expected to exceed 400 by year-end.

Of the 30 top grossing movies of all time, 14 currently are available on CED
format albums, including "Grease", "The Godfather", "Saturday Night Fever",
"Kramer vs. Kramer", "One Flew Over The Cuckoo's Nest", and "Superman." Of the
top 100 grossing films, RCA has licensed 50 and has already released 30 of
these on video discs.

A group of companies responsible for manufacturing and marketing the CED video
disc format will co-sponsor an exhibit on the main floor of the Consumer
Electronics Show. In addition to RCA, they include CBS and Fox Video, Hitachi,
MGM/UA, Sanyo, Toshiba and Zenith. The exhibit will feature a demonstration of
stereo video discs.

In addition to 11 new stereo video disc albums which were announced today, RCA
is releasing nine new monaural video disc titles in June and 13 more in July.
The June and July titles include a mix of recent and classic motion pictures,
sports programming and RCA's first dual track disc ("Jane Fonda's Workout"),
which gives the stereo player user a choice of listening to music and



instruction on one track, or music alone on the other. Mr. Kuhn also noted that
CED monaural and stereo discs are totally compatible and can be played on any
CED player.

The June releases are: "The Deep", "The Producers", "Superman", "Dirty Harry",
"The Horse Soldiers", "California Suite", "Tess", "Modern Times", and "Family
Entertainment Playhouse, Volume II: The Ransom of Red Chief/Mr. Gimme/Shoeshine
Girl/Best Horse."

The new releases for July are: "The Three Musketeers", "Blazing Saddles", "Last
Tango in Paris", "The Adventures of Robin Hood", "White Lightning", "The Bugs
Bunny/Roadrunner Movie", "10", "The Sailor Who Fell From Grace With The Sea",
"Dr. No", "Love At First Bite," "Stripes", "Baseball Fun & Games", and "Jane
Fonda's Workout."

Mr. Kuhn added that "the rate of disc sales is a strong indication of consumer
satisfaction with the CED video disc system." He said that video disc player
owners who have owned the player for 12 months or more have already accumulated
an average of more than 32 discs. "We are finding that player owners are
interested in collecting video discs and that they are building libraries of
them, just as they do with books and audio records," Mr. Kuhn said.

"While we want our system to cater to the mass market," Mr. Kuhn continued, "we
also want to reach out to those consumers who have specific fields of program
preference -- classic movie fans, lovers of Shakespeare or the ballet, sports
fans, and so on. RCA will be promoting video discs by themes starting this
summer with the new category of stereo video discs and the very popular area of
children's programming."

Mr. Kuhn also noted that late this summer RCA VideoDiscs' first national print
advertising campaign will begin. The ads will stress the simplicity of player
operation, the affordability of the system and the diversity of entertainment
available.

"Based on the strength of disc sales and optimistic reports coming in from
dealers all over the country, I believe we will see the momentum behind the CED
system continue to accelerate through the end of 1982 and beyond. Several
dealers have reported disc sales in the first quarter of 1982 far in excess of
what they sold in all of 1981. Software is the locomotive behind this product,
and we're picking up steam," Mr. Kuhn said.

The disc, which sells for $24.98, highlights the major price advantage of disc
versus prerecorded cassette. The cassette version of Ms. Fonda's exercise
program sells for about $60. A week at one of her exercise studios -- five
one-hour sessions would cost $32.50.

"RCA is committed to developing programming which meets the needs of the
consumer and which takes advantage of specific features of the CED VideoDisc
System, such as dual sound tracks," he said.

>After nearly a minute, there was a small wisp of smoke coming from the large
>white soldered "electronic" part located at the extreme left corner of the
>control board.  This is next to the top left hold-down screw. It was hot to
>the touch.  Anyone know what I have done?  Obviously there has been a
>short-out, but I was hoping some one could identify the large white part, its
>function, and what might have happened to it.

That white part is a heavy-duty wirewound resistor with a 120 ohm, 5 watt
rating that is associated with the 22 volt power supply on the system control
board. The fact that it got hot enough to smoke indicates a short circuit
forcing the component to pass in excess of five watts. These resistors don't
fail often, so it's likely the short arose elsewhere during the installation
process and merely manifested itself in that resistor. Unfortunately, it's
probably going to require some component-level circuit analysis to determine
the specific failure.

You should confirm that the system control board is screwed down properly, as
even a modest rotation of that board could produce such a short. Only the P515
connector should have been removed/replaced during the installation. If two or
more of these P connectors were removed, there's the possibility they were
replaced in the wrong order, which likewise would produce a short circuit.

June 9, 1982:
* Brig. General Efrain Rios Montt dissolves Guatemala's three-man military
junta. It is then announced that the Army has appointed Rios Montt president of
the country and commander in chief of the armed forces.

Lebanon.

June 10, 1982:

Dear CED Community,

I run CED Central, and I am now offering the tune-up service for all SJT and
SKT models.  The basic tune-up includes: a new stylus, new load belt, platter
shaft lubed, function lever lubed, springs checked, shipping back the player to
you, and I'll ship your old stylus back to you too.  The players are arriving
in dfferent states of disassembly, and that's okay. Just make sure the parts
are included. The most common repair problem is the transfer rod coupling on
the function gear is broken. I have replacement parts for this off parts
machines.  The basic tune-up runs $120.

Seems like a small percentage of the SJT and SKT's develop a problem where they
start anywhere from 25 seconds to 2 minutes into a movie when a disc is loaded.
Check the Stepper Driver Rack -- the holes for the screws are!wide for
adjustment.  What has happened over time is that the Rack has been pushed back.
To correct the problem, unscrew the Rack and push it forward, and then put the
screws back in.

Also, on installing the fan on the 400's, I have found just putting the fan in
by itself creates a hum in the audio. It is noticeable when the volume is on
high.  I recently had success in eliminating the hum with strategically placed
foam tape to isolate fan vibrations.  I am still working on this delicate
procedure because of the small space involved.

I am trying to get my hands on a Turntable Height Gauge, stock number 156529,
so I can start doing tune-ups on the SFT and SGT machines.  If you have an
extra one please let me know.

I'd like to echo comments made by Allen Wolf in the May 27 edition of CED
Digest.  Specifically, I agree with Allen's opinion that "RCA pulled the
plug too damn soon."  I recognize that many of the members of this group are
former employees of the RCA divisions responsible for development,
manufacture and distribution of the RCA video disc system.  And I certainly
mean them no disrespect.  But I remember reading a Wall Street Journal
article, after the RCA decision was announced, which carefully picked apart
where RCA went wrong in marketing the video disc technology -- particularly
in the early years in underestimating the demand for programming to play on
their machines.  I was so disgusted with what I read that I vowed to never
purchase another RCA consumer product again -- and, over the years, I've
expanded my personal boycott to include the consumer lines associated with
the firm that now produces RCA consumer electronics.  Just as VHS now is
beginning its inexorable slide toward obsolescence as DVD and recordable DVD
take off, the video disc was destined to fail eventually.  But I do believe
it's superiority to VHS video and audio could have kept it alive much longer
had RCA not mortally wounded it with an ineffective marketing strategy.

to be sure, CED enthusiasts could throw a party and invite those who
invested heavily in pre-recorded reel-to-reel audio recordings, pre-recorded
movies in 3/4-inch U-matic format, the Betamax home video format as well as
the laser disc.  It's the price all of us pay for willing to be "early
adapters."  But although we recognize that's the price we pay, it's still



frustrating when we're hung out to dry.

Hello All:

This hasn't been a huge news story, but the financial woes of the
industrial conglomerate Tyco are oddly reminiscent of RCA's problems
20 years ago.

Tyco had made too many acquisitions for its own good, about 700 over
the past three years, and a couple months ago the conglomerate was
expected to break up. Tyco purchased CIT Financial Services for $10
billion in June 2001, the same company RCA Chairman Edgar Griffiths
purchased in 1980 for $1.4 billion. Tyco's plan is to divest itself of CIT
to keep the rest of the conglomerate afloat, although it may be just a
stopgap measure, as they're going to take an estimated loss of $2 to
$5 billion on the sale.

RCA also used CIT profitably for this purpose, first selling off the CIT
headquarters in New York for a profit of $28 million in 1981, and
divesting itself entirely of CIT in 1984 for a profit of about $100 million.

Tyco's future may be up in the air right now, as the company's CEO
Dennis Kozlowski, who just resigned yesterday, has been indicted for
tax evasion of about $1 million for not paying sales tax on the purchase
of six paintings worth $13 million. The paintings were allegedly
shipped from New York to New Hampshire and the company books
doctored to make it look like the purchase originated in that sales-tax
free state. This has caused speculation about other questionable
practices the conglomerate may have engaged in. A series of articles
about Tyco can be viewed from this page:

I agree with some of Mark's remarks but not that CED was superior to VHS.  I
was an "early adapter" to CED and purchased several players and many discs.  I
was also an
early adapter to Beta (very early) and LaserDisc.  I pretty
much wasted a lot of money on all of these formats.  The only format that was
around long enough to see the price of the machines and movies drop to
amazingly low prices was
VHS due to the huge sales volume.  CED movies at $25
and $30 each back in the 80's seems outrageous (in 1982 dollars).  The first
time I noticed a big improvement with CED playback was with the SJT series
machines.  Until then there was lots of skipping and disc quality was often not
very good.  These problems didn't exist with VHS.  But giving credit where do
it amazes me that I can still play a CED disc all the way through and enjoy it
but so many of my "high tech" laserdiscs have "rotted" and are unplayable.
(Laser rot was caused by the two "sides" glued together with a glue that
eventually ate it's way into the readable portion of the laserdisc.)  As much
as I wanted to be an early adapter to DVD I waited until the players were down
to well under $200  (instead of $500).  The days of VHS are coming to an end.
Sales people just tell us to replace our favorite tapes with DVD.  As if we
have unlimited funds to just do that having accumulated dozens of pre-recorded
VHS tapes.

I just wanted to throw in my two cents about the demise of CED and the
changes in technology. I find it interesting to finally be of the age where
I have seen technology created and become obsolete. I remember as a child,
playing with reel to reel tape decks and 8-tracks. I remember when records
were how music was sold and I was an early adopter of CD.

1984 was the year for me that my family decided to purchase a video machine
and, because of my interest and knowledge in the area, it was left to me to
pick one. I remember many that had CED complaining of the "skipping"
problem, plus the disc formats did not record; which was the other "half" of
the equation. RCA stopped production of the players before we made our
purchase. I decided upon a high end NEC Beta HiFi deck based on the quality
of the format. I too had to watch Beta die a slow death. I have never liked
VHS and only purchased one to keep up with technology. I was a relatively
late adopter of the high end, niche market LD format and have had to watch
it become quietly obsolete at the hands of DVD. While I believe DVD is
"capable" of having a better image than LD, especially thru S-Video, the
quality of most discs just doesn't justify the switch in technology. I again
find myself abandoning a perfectly good technology to keep up with
technology.

It will be interesting to watch the switch in the very devices we use to
watch these formats as TV makes the switch from analog to digital. While I
would agree that it is time to upgrade from the 50+ year old TV technology
for better image quality, the fact that most broadcasts will only be 480i
with the same digital artifacts and drop outs that annoy me with DVD will
once again leave me wondering if it is worth the switch.

I recently acquired the
movie "Private Resort" on CED, and I noticed it is missing some scenes that are
in the full version, right near the end of side 1 & beginning of side 2.

I'll describe this part of the movie, and the scenes in [brackets] are what's
missing from the CED.

Rob Morrow's character, Ben, is in Shirley's hotel room, who he has a blind
date with. He brings a bottle of aspirin that really has quaaludes inside, as
he plans to get her to take some and loosen her up. Shirley is too busy
worshipping a new-age spirit guide to be interested in love, and she tells him
that she doesn't need any aspirin. Ben endures Shirley's meditation and
chanting for a while until she tells him to take off his clothes and worship
with her. Thinking he's going to get lucky, Ben undresses. Shirley says "Do you
feel the spirit rising within you?" Ben says, "I feel it," smirking and
obviously referring to something else.

(Here the CED goes black -- end of side 1. The following scenes are in the
regular version of the movie:)

[Ben makes a move on Shirley, and she is offended. She only undressed to
worship and is truly not interested in sex with him. Ben dresses and leaves,
forgetting the bottle of aspirin on the coffee table. Shirley's grandma, Mrs.
Rawlings, comes in. She has a headache from dancing in the hotel bar. She says
something like "Oh! Aspirin! I'll take a few." She takes several of the
quaaludes.]

(CED resumes, side 2)

Mrs. Rawlings walks out into the parking lot. She's obviously high and in a
romantic mood. She sets her sights on the hotel barber, who is getting into his
car. She locks him into an embrace and tries to kiss him. As he resists, she
asks him to have a little fun with her and says "I have aspirin!"

With the scene gone, there's really no explanation how Mrs. Rawlings came to be



so intoxicated and why she's feeling amorous -- and it's implied that Ben
scored with Shirley, when in reality she rebuffed him.  I was actually
disappointed that the CED is missing these scenes, because (sadly, yes, I know)
this is one of me and my sister's favorite B movies from the 80s. We have
watched and made fun of it numerous times together over the years, and I've
been looking for it on CED for quite some time.

My biggest complaint about DVDs is that all of the newer movies seem to come in
the widescreen format. It's tolerable up to about 1.65:1 aspect ratio, but
2.35:1 is like the vertical height died on your TV. The double-sided discs,
with "formatted to fit your screen" pan & scan don't seem to be available
anymore. Good thing they're not trying to convert (yet) the older movies to
widescreen; Hollywood tried that with Gone with the Wind a long time ago, and
that was awful. CEDs were definitely better in video and sound quality than VHS
before HQ, but are inferior in resolution to a modern VHS, even without
S-video.

I checked my copy of "Private Resort" and it is likewise missing the scene
between Side 1 and Side 2. I suppose somebody could have intentionally edited
this out because the guy failed to score in the missing scene, but more likely
it was a mastering error similar to that on "The Secret of NIMH.":

With this movie coming out so late in the CED market phase, the error was
probably never noticed and corrected as it was on NIMH.

"Private Resort" is listed as being 82 minutes long, but with the missing scene
the entire CED is only 73:27 in length, making it one of the shortest
theatrical movies on CED. That got me thinking what the shortest CED movie
might be, and I came up with "Reefer Madness" at a total length of 66:40. Side
2 of that disc is only 9:14 in duration.  Can anyone think of a CED movie title
shorter in either total length or the length of Side 2 ?

Subject: Herbert Kroemer Receives 2002 IEEE Medal of Honor

In the IEEE Honors Ceremony today, former RCA Laboratories scientist Herbert
Kroemer was presented the IEEE Medal of Honor, the highest award of the IEEE.
He also received the 2000 Nobel Prize in Physics. While at RCA, Dr. Kroemer



originated the concept of the heterostructure transistor, although the material
technology to build the device did not yet exist. Later he applied the
heterostructure technique, which involves the use of different semiconductors
at varying band gaps, to semiconductor lasers, which allowed the devices to
operate at room temperature. This paved the way for the compact semiconductor
lasers in widespread use today in laser pointers and CD and DVD players. An
article on Herbert Kroemer's 50-year career can be read on this page:

A response to the posting from Guy Krause, CED Digest Vol. 7 No. 25

I'm Forrest Proctor, also a subscriber to CED Magic.  I read your posting about
your fear that older movies will be re-mastered in Wide-screen instead of Pan
and  scan.  Most older films shot before 1952 were photographed in the same
Aspect Ratio (Height to Width) as a television.  The television industry got
their design for an image from film screens of the era.

The Film industry was in such an uproar about Television because of it's
growing popularity, and they assumed that "TV" was going to put Hollywood out
of business.  Not to mention that a television screen looked the same as a
movie screen, just smaller.  Hollywood began to explore new avenues of
presentation and came up with Cinemascope, Flat, 70mm, Vistavision etc. all of
which were large format and/or Wide-screen resulting in a size up to 40% wider
than your typical television screen.  When these films are presented on
television, they can only show a portion of the frame on the screen;  the rest



is lost because of the limitations of the television set, which is why they
have to "Pan and Scan" across the frame to follow the action in hopes of
leaving the Director's original view intact.  When presented as the Director
intended, it appears (especially in 2:35 to 1 aspect ratio) as a thin band of
picture in the middle of the screen.  2.35 to 1 would make a 20 ft tall screen
approximately 47 ft wide (some theatres cheat and make the screen measurement
actually 2.0 to 1 to save room).  The size and aspect ratio of today's films
makes them incompatible with TV.

The upshot of the whole thing is that no, you don't have to worry about the
older Cary Grant/Marx Brothers/Kate Hepburn films to be put in Wide-screen:  It
simply cannot be done.

>So I wanted to know if you knew of any problems in this series of players
>that made power not work?

I haven't seen any systemic power problems with J/K players. The next easiest
thing to check on the SJT090 player is the power switch. With the cover off,
make sure the switch is latching as it is toggled between ON and OFF. Sometimes
the button on the outside of the player doesn't properly engage the switch.

>Like I said I got the 200 model to work but when I watch the movies I have
>in some spots the picture looks like multi colored bubbles. and skips
>in sections. I looked at the disks and they seem fine. Is there anything
>i can do to the player to make this not happen?

If the skips are repeatable, and likewise the good sections of the discs
repeatedly play OK, I'd say you're observing normal skipping due to damaged
areas on the discs. If this player were an F/G unit, I'd guess the multicolored
effect is due to a variable turntable RPM rate, but this is unlikely with a J/K
unit. If you have a digital camera, you could take a photo of this multicolor
bubble effect and attach it to a followup message to the digest. I'll transfer
it to the web and provide the URL so digest readers can take a look at it.

Dear Tom and All,

Just some notes.

1)I'm seeing more players come in with problems originating with the cable



cover, for the cable that interfaces with the player's buttons, either being
broken or coming loose.  Usual sequence involves a broken step motor gear, a
broken function lever coupler, and a damaged turntable from the carrier arm
jamming into it.  I service or "tune-up" two to four players a week for people
here in Sacramento and from all over the country.

There is a trick to installing the clear cover plate.  First hook up the face
plate or front of the player.  Next, insert the prongs from the button cable
into the cable that will go under the cable cover.  Now with the turntable
removed and the carrier arm positioned as far back into the machine as it will
go, put the top hook of the cover dip it under the latch on the front of the
machine.  Now, comes the crucial point. There are two latches on the sides of
the underside of the cover that latch onto the cable head or plastic coupler
part of it.  Push down on the back of the cover so these two latches go into
position and latch onto the bottom of the plastic part of the cable.  Do not
push down if the latches are out of position by either being bent inwardly or
outwardly -- they break very easily.  Reposition the latches and the cover if
the latches are out of position.  Once the latches are pushed down and grab the
cable there is a third latch to the back of the cover on the underside.  This
latch holds the cover and cable down in to the cabinet. Push this latch into
place in the hole or opening where the cable and cover are over.  After this is
done there are two little square wings on the cover that go out on each side
toward the front.  Use a large flat head screw driver to push these square
wings down and under the latches on the front face plate.  They will "pop" into
place.

I think the installation of this cover is the most difficult task to perform in
maintaining these machines.  My fingers are pretty skinny, and I have a tough
time getting them in there to do this.  If you know of an easier method, please
write in.

2) Also, many of the machines from 1983 have the cable running inside the
cabinet being held in place by hooks molded into the cabinet.  This cable
should be run underneath and out the opening where the cable cover is.  I am
now re-running every cable that is on top on machines that come in.  The 1984
players, almost all of them have the cable running underneathe, even when they
were manufactured with the hooks molded into the cabinet for running the cable
above.  RCA recognized that it made no sense to run the cable up top.  Sooner
or later the cable will come loose and cause the carrier arm to jam.

While industries ranging from automotive to zinc are struggling with declining
volume, sales of video products such as video discs, video cassette recorders,
color television sets and home video cameras are running ahead of last year
despite the recession, according to Thomas G. Kuhn, Division Vice President,
RCA VideoDiscs.

"One reason that video products have been able to counter the economic trend is
the strong selling job being done at the retail level by video dealers," Mr.
Kuhn said.

Noting that the Electronic Industries Association (EIA) has estimated video
disc player sales at between 250,000 and 350,000 units this year, and video
disc sales at between 5 million and 7.5 million albums, Mr. Kuhn said, "We are
in the forefront of a new $200 million a year business that promises to grow
substantially in the years ahead."

Although the video disc still has a few skeptics, "I can tell you that the
video disc in its first year outsold black-and-white television, color
television and video cassette recorders combined in their initial years in the
American marketplace. And that outstanding sales performance is testimony to
the strength and resiliency of our distributor/dealer organization," Mr. Kuhn
added.

Mr. Kuhn said, "The real profits from the video disc are going to those dealers
who stock a variety of titles and prominently display them at the retail level.
Our surveys indicate that in the vast majority of cases, consumers go back to
the same store for additional video disc albums because that store has a good
selection of titles. It seems axiomatic that dealers who carry discs sell
discs."



He said RCA has put strong emphasis on dealer-oriented promotions designed to
bring customers into dealer stores. This fall, for example, RCA will be running
three major promotions in addition to its national television and magazine
advertising.

The first promotion, which starts September 14, features the five James Bond
movies now available under the RCA VideoDiscs label. Mr. Kuhn said, "The James
Bond films constitute the most successful series of motion pictures ever
produced, and we believe that James Bond's legion of fans will welcome the
opportunity to collect these spy thrillers for their home video libraries." Any
customer that buys three James Bond discs will get a $10 rebate from RCA as an
incentive to make multiple purchases.

In October, RCA will run a Halloween horror film promotion highlighting nine
discs. With the purchase of any three horror discs, the consumer will get a $10
rebate plus a $5 coupon that may be used toward the purchase of any other RCA
video disc.

In November, the company will run a promotion featuring 13 comedy discs. Once
again, the consumer who buys any three of these discs will get a $10 rebate and
a $5 coupon that can be applied to future disc purchases.

In addition, Mr. Kuhn said RCA has prepared a very exciting stereo
demonstration disc to help dealers promote the new stereo video disc players
and has provided dealers with point-of-purchase material to support its
promotions and disc sales.

"We have approached the marketplace with the dealer's interests and needs very
much in mind, because we are fully aware that the success of the video disc
depends on strong dealer commitment and support," Mr. Kuhn said.

INDIANAPOLIS, September 1 -- Five separate promotions will be launched by RCA
this fall in support of its "CED" VideoDisc system, including plans for a
national "Star Wars" campaign that features the box office champion movie
currently being introduced on video disc.

RCA's fall activities are designed "to build on new momentum now favoring
VideoDisc," said Jack K. Sauter, RCA Group Vice President. "One year after the
introduction of the RCA VideoDisc system, we have fashioned a strong marketing
effort that combines the new $299.95 optional retail price level for a player
with the proven success of outstanding movies that a consumer will want to own
for convenient viewing."

Thomas G. Kuhn, Division Vice President, RCA VideoDiscs, noted that consumer
reaction to the offering of more current movies such as "On Golden Pond" and
"Superman" had been very positive this summer, particularly when retailers
offered the discs free with the purchase of a player.

"It is quite clear that software has become a major sales opportunity for a
variety of consumer electronic dealers, particularly those who make a strong
display commitment to the expanding 'CED' catalog," Mr. Kuhn said. He noted
that RCA has just concluded a pilot agreement with Sears that will result in
RCA VideoDiscs being displayed in more than 750 of the company's stores.

Factory RCA advertising in support of this event will be highlighted by a major
newspaper ad in some 200 markets in mid September, followed by two 1500-line
ads in late September and October. The free disc offer will also be highlighted
on RCA's network TV commercials.

The company's planned "Star Wars" promotion will begin October 21 and will be
built around an offer of the just-released stereo "CED" video disc title with
an optional retail price of $34.98. The "Star Wars" disc will be offered free
with the purchase of an RCA VideoDisc player at participating dealers.

RCA will introduce the promotion next month with a major advertising and
merchandising campaign that builds on the unprecedented appeal of the George
Lucas-produced movie that surpassed all previous box office records and was
seen by more than a billion movie goers. RCA will spend over $2 million on
national television and in newspapers to advertise the free "Star Wars"
promotion.

Mr. Sauter noted that the proven mass appeal of "Star Wars" will "certainly
help establish video disc as an entertainment medium in its own right and as a
more attractive and economical means for consumers to build their own movie
libraries at home." He noted that "Star Wars" as a 20th Century-Fox video disc
is optionally priced less than half that of the tape version.

Three special RCA promotions this fall are designed to appeal to fans of
specific categories of entertainment, such as the James Bond series, horror
films and comedy. As noted, Mr. Kuhn said that during the period September 14
through October 16, consumers will be offered a $10 incentive with the purchase
of three Bond titles.

Following up that particular software promotion will be a similar Halloween
event based on a selection of seven major horror titles now on RCA VideoDisc.
New releases for this event include "Carrie", "Rosemary's Baby" and an
"American Werewolf in London."

A third theme promotion is scheduled for November with 13 comedy discs offered



as part of a rebate and coupon retail merchandising activity.

Mr. Kuhn also noted the beginning of a special RCA magazine advertising
campaign with "an upbeat, winning personality" that stresses the consumer's
home life can be more entertaining with the RCA VideoDisc system. The second
half campaign will include 34 insertions in 10 national magazines.

RCA has significantly expanded its catalog of VideoDisc programs to 295 titles,
with more than 400 "CED" titles from RCA and other brands to be available by
the end of the year. Mr. Kuhn noted that RCA's original catalog one year ago
consisted of only 100 titles.

I haven't tried using conductive glue on stylus cartridges, but there are a
couple different kinds on the market. One is epoxy-style conductive silver:

The other is based on conductive carbon, not unlike a CED itself:

These products claim strength comparable to conventional solder, and would be
worthwhile testing on some of these stylus cartridges with the broken flyleads.

>Been working on this SJT-400 for some time to replace loading
>mechanism that arrived with several broken pieces.  Now I find
>that it has a great picture but no sound.

Stereo players have two Audio FM Demodulator IC's, one for each audio channel,
while mono players have only one. If the single IC in monaural players fails
there is no sound period, while stereo players usually fail on one audio
channel or the other. Although failure of these chips is the most common reason
for sound problems, it's unlikely they would both simultaneously fail in a
stereo player, but perhaps the prior owner of the machine used it as a mono
machine after one chip failed until the second one also failed. The audio
demodulator IC is the RCA CA3215E FM-IF Amplifier/Detector Limiter chip. This
part is no longer readily available, but can be scavenged from parts machines.
The problem could also be in the audio processing circuitry past the
demodulator chips. This includes the Audio Matrix/Buffer (a quad op-amp IC),
the decoder/rectifier IC, and the decoder/amplifier IC.

>While I'm writing, has anyone encountered J or K series players
>that had the loading belt turn to ooze?

It's rather common for this belt to decompose into difficult-to-remove black
tar. I haven't found a solvent that effectively dissolves this without also
dissolving the 1st reduction gear. But Goo Gone does a passable job of removing
the ooze when applied liberally with a small piece of coarse kitchen sponge:

Unlike phonograph cartridges, CED player stylus cartridges are not designed to
replace just the diamond stylus. This is because the casing of the stylus
cartridge is essentially just a piece of plastic designed to properly position
the stylus tip on the disc and facilitate transferring the raw signal to the
player signal processing electronics. Phonograph cartridges do some signal
processing within the cartridge and can vary widely in price depending upon how
well this task is done.

Although it might technically be possible to transfer the stylus arm from one
cartridge to another, I don't think the chances of successfully performing that
operation are very good. I've never seen a damaged cartridge casing, but this
procedure might be useful to move a seemingly good stylus arm from a damaged
casing to a good casing with a bad stylus tip.

I've got a couple more problems with SJT- series players.

I was watching a disk on an SJT-90 player this week that seemed to be working
just fine.  Suddenly the picture went black.  Never did come back on.  Had my
best SJT-400 player wink out the same way last evening with the monitor
indicating that there was no signal.  Came back on in a few minutes and played
just fine with no intervention from me.

An SJT-200 player makes a slight rubbing sound when first loaded.  The rubbing
reduces in frequency and picture doesn't come on until the rubbing noise stops,
guessing a minute or two in duration.

Same player when disk is rejected doesn't seem to slow rotation enough before
the disk is lifted, causing the disk to rotate out of position and miss the
caddy.  Very hard on disks.



Thanks to all who answered my black ooze question.  I just found that same
issue had been addressed on the CED Magic Web site.  Thanks, Tom.

Subject: SelectaVision Introduction at the World Trade Center

Hello All:

With the sad stories we'll be hearing about 9/11 this week, I thought I'd
relate a story about a happy event that took place at the Twin Towers 25 years
ago. This was the introduction of the VBT200, the first retail SelectaVision
product, and the first VHS Video Cassette Recorder marketed in the United
States. RCA announced the VBT200 VCR on August 23, 1977, and from that date
until it went on sale in October, the company had a road show demonstrating VHS
to the technology press and RCA dealers.

One of the more prominent of these briefings took place at the World Trade
Center and was presided over by Dave Daly, Roy Pollack, and Jack Sauter of RCA.
The reason the conference was held in the World Trade Center became apparent
when George Willig appeared on the podium with "Today Show" host Tom Brokaw.
George Willig, also called "The Human Fly," had recently scaled the sheer face
of the South Tower using an invention that took advantage of the grooves used
for window washing equipment. Upon reaching the top after about 4 hours he was
arrested and fined $250,000. But he became an instant folk hero, and in a
public relations move, the city subsequently lowered the fine to $1.10, a penny
for each floor of the building.

On the podium, Brokaw explained that the "Today Show" had been following
Willig's climb live and went on taping it even after the show went off the air.
Brokaw then handed Jack Sauter four bulky NBC studio tapes, each an hour long.
Sauter produced from his jacket pocket a SelectaVision videotape cassette,
slightly smaller in size than a paperback book, and gave it to Brokaw, who
handed it to Willig.

Sauter then stated, "This one small cassette, which we recorded on a
SelectaVision unit in Indianapolis, holds as much as the studio-made cassettes
you just handed me - four hours."

Hence the memorable marketing slogan "Four hours, $1,000, SelectaVision."

And the name Jack Sauter may sound familiar, as he later was the Group Vice
President of Consumer Electronics above the VideoDisc project, and has been
quoted in many of the press releases posted to CED Digest over the past couple
years. Earlier this year Mr. Sauter was inducted into the Consumer Electronics
Association Hall of Fame as a testament to his 35 years of leadership in the
industry:

Hello All,
In my twenty years of CED collecting, I have discovered that most of my

fellow CED collectors share three things in common: (1) an appreciation
for the format, (2) many duplicate titles in their collections, and (3)
some holes to fill in their collections.  Rather than turning to eBay,



pawn shops, thrift stores, or other similar sources to secure wanted
titles for our collections and to dispose of our duplicate titles, I
propose we begin to trade our duplicate titles within our CED Magic
community to secure those duplicate titles others may own in order to
round out our own CED collections.  The cost of the trades would involve
only the rather reasonable disc Media Mail shipping rates and allow us
to circumvent the actual auction purchase costs of individual discs
involved and avoid listing our own discs on auction sites such as eBay
or running ads in our local newspapers.  And they would be packaged
properly for shipping!

Doing this would allow us to circumvent many of the problems we have
all experienced in collecting CED's.  No more eBay "sold as is because I
do not have a player to test them with."  No more incorrect titles in
caddies.  No more empty caddies.  No more discs which look like they
were used to fingerprint every resident of a medium sized town inside of
pristine caddies.  No more securing a CED title to replace a bad one we
own only to have delivered a worse copy of the title we were trying to
replace.  No more paying inflated shipping costs (up to $7.95) in order
to get a single disc delivered.  No more cracked caddies or broken
discs.  And on and on ad infinitim.

My pockets are not deep.  I'm just as sure yours are not either!  Seems
like a viable solution, doesn't it?

Subject: VHD Discs and Players Galore!

Hello All:

Earlier this Summer I added three pages to the history section concerning the
Victor VHD VideoDisc system, which uses grooveless capacitively-encoded discs
housed in caddies and was marketed primarily in Japan. I soon started getting
queries from people desperately looking for VHD stuff and wanting to know where
they could locate it. I've had a VHD player and a small collection of discs for
some time, more or less picked up by accident here in the USA, but I hadn't
made any effort to locate additional items:

I've had modest success locating PAL/UK CED's at the eBay UK auction site, so I
thought the Yahoo Japan auction site might be a good place to look for VHD's,
and sure enough, a simple search on "VHD" brought up close to 200 auctions for
VHD discs and players. Here are a couple links to the VHD search results at
Yahoo/Japan. The first link is directed through makeashorterlink.com to Yahoo
and returns thumbnail image results, while the second goes directly to Yahoo
and returns text results:

But two problems will immediately be apparent when you start looking at these
auctions. Although a lot can be learned from the pictures, most of the text
will be in Japanese, which will either look like gobbledygook or Kanji
depending upon what fonts are installed on your computer. And nearly all the
auctions will state (in English) "Seller will not ship internationally."
Fortunately, AltaVista and Rinkya offer solutions to both problems.

AltaVista has a free Babelfish translation service for various languages
including Japanese-to-English where you simply paste the URL of the Japanese
auction page into a box and are returned a page with it translated into
English:

http://babel.altavista.com/

Although these translations are in English, they leave something to be desired
in the way of comprehension owing to the difficulty in making grammatically
coherent translations from Japanese to English. So examine both the picture and
text carefully. For instance, there's a VHS/DVD combo player that also happens
to have the letters "VHD" in its model number, so the auctions that have
pictures of players could be this DVD unit if the seller happens to specify the
model number in the auction.

The AltaVista site also allows a block of text to be copied and pasted for
translation purposes. This is not required on the active auction pages, but may
be needed on pages that require a cookie to be set, as the URL translation does
not allow that process. For this block paste to work you will need Japanese
fonts installed and may have to set your operating system to display in those
fonts. On my Macintosh OS X machine this is done with the International System
Preferences pane, but I haven't attempted the procedure under Windows or Linux.
If you do change the OS language, make sure you know how to go back to English
"by feel" as the pull down menus and icon names will be in Japanese.

The Rinkya Auction Service allows you to bid on all auctions at the Yahoo Japan
site regardless of what the seller's international shipping policies are:

http://www.rinkya.com/

They accomplish this by actually purchasing the item themselves in Japan, and
upon getting it from the original seller, shipping it to you in the United
States. Of course, they charge rather hefty fees for this service to make such
a business venture profitable. Here is a summary of their charges for a VHD
demo disc that I got for the minimum bid of 500 Yen (seems no one in Japan is
interested in demo discs):

Price on YJ:        500 yen ($4.23)

Runnerup Rinkya bidder: None/Not Rinkya
Runnerup Rinkya bid:    0 yen

Commission:         $20.00
                    (fee based on YJ price and runner up bid)
Bank fee:           $5

Rinkya ships purchased items in batches at roughly monthly intervals and they
use Global Priority or Global Express Mail, which run from about $5 to $10 per
pound depending on the package weight. So if you want to get just one VHD disc
through their service, plan on spending about $70 on it, but the service does
have a Back-to-School sale going on right now that eliminates the commission
fee on purchases of 1000 Yen or less. Rinkya has an FAQ at this URL that
explains the details of their service:

http://www.rinkya.com/faq_url.php

I think Rinkya is OK if you want relatively few VHD items, but biding your time
and dealing directly with sellers who can speak English and will ship
internationally would be better to assemble a large collection. For example, if
you find such a seller with 100 separate VHD disc auctions, you could bid
directly on all those auctions yourself and save a lot by avoiding the fees
Rinkya would charge on each and every auction. Another method is to wait for
auctions that combine items you're looking for, as that will keep the Rinkya
fees down. For instance, I found the Star Wars Trilogy (6 discs) in one auction
and four Olivia Newton-John discs in another, which saved a lot over purchasing
those items in single title auctions.

Besides the above items, in little over a month, I found practically all the
VHD items I wanted including a Victor HD-9500 3D player, an IF-D3S 3D goggle,
some 3D discs, and a spare VDS-1100 stylus cartridge. The most expensive item
was the apparently new-in-box 3D goggle with carrying case and sample disc,
which went for 20,000 Yen (about $175). Many of the discs get no bids, even at
a 500 Yen minimum, so it appears that VHD at Yahoo Japan is a buyer's market,
much as it is with CED at eBay U.S.A.

Since this message is going out to a lot of people, I'd recommend using
restraint in your initial bidding, as this VHD stuff will probably be appearing
at Yahoo Japan for a long time to come. For some time, Rinkya has been using a
Yahoo User ID derived from a Japan anime character, but today they changed it
vhd_link, possibly because I told them to expect an increase in the number of
people buying VHD stuff through their service.

You may be wondering how eBay fits in with Japan, since it's vastly larger than
Yahoo in the US. Well, the situation was flip-flopped in Japan due to eBay's
late arrival there. Ebay announced a few months ago that they were withdrawing
from the Japan market:

In closing, I should mention that I have no plans to put a VHD player guide or
title database on the CED Magic site. I have enough RCA CED content to keep me
busy for many years to come.

About 4 years ago there was an auction for a brochure dating from 1955
describing a SelectaVision jukebox. I've regretted not buying that just to
learn about this pre-RCA use of the term as the name for a product, but now one
of the actual jukebox units manufactured by Sentinel Radio Corporation has
appeared on eBay:

It appears from the pictures that this unit in its basic form was a pay TV. By
depositing coins you were granted a certain length of time to watch TV. The
record jukebox was an option and could be installed in the bottom of the
cabinet. Needless to say, the concept of paying for TV by the minute did not
catch on, as bars and diners back in the 50's commonly had TV's installed and



operating all the time.

One of the more interesting thing about the jukebox is the SelectaVision logo,
with the capitalization of the "V" making it look a lot like the one later used
by RCA.

CANNES, October 14 -- RCA plans to introduce its "CED" VideoDisc system to the
European market in 1983, it was announced today at a meeting here of the
International Tape/Disc Association.

"The hardware and software facilities are ready for mass production while
marketing and distribution matters are in current negotiations," said Dr. Jay
J. Brandinger, Vice President and General Manager, RCA "SelectaVision"
VideoDiscs Operations.

RCA is presently manufacturing and selling its "CED" VideoDisc system in the
United States, having launched it there nationally in March 1981.

The expansion of the new home entertainment product to Europe will result in
RCA supplying discs for the initial launch from its disc manufacturing plant in
Indianapolis. European "CED" players are expected to be offered by a number of
brands presently doing business in Europe, Dr. Brandinger said.

At a special "CED" display at the annual VIDCOM show here, demonstrations are
being given showing the compatibility of "CED" discs with both the PAL and
SECAM television systems. Software participation is being demonstrated at
VIDCOM by potential "CED" participants showing a variety of disc titles.

Specific firms participating in the "CED" display are: Hitachi, RCA, Toshiba,
ITT/standard Elektrik Lorenz, MGM/UA Home Video, CBS-FOX Video, and
RCA/Columbia Pictures International Video.

In his presentation to the ITA, Dr. Brandinger stressed the capabilities of the
"CED" VideoDisc system, including random access selection of programming
material by time or field number. He noted that the random access feature "is
now a high priority development item at RCA."

Dr. Brandinger noted that demonstrations of the "CED" European system were well
received at the recent Dusseldorf Fair, "particularly the picture performance
and stereo sound quality." He said that while the disc size is the same for
both the NTSC and European systems, the latter employs a slower rotational
speed of 375 rpm. and 50 hz. of frequency compared with 450 rpm. and 60 hz. in
NTSC countries.



The "CED" European system "is optimized to give the consumer superior
performance compared to most home video cassette recorders and comparable to
that obtained from off-the-air pictures," Dr. Brandinger said. The '"CED"
European players demonstrated at Dusseldorf featured visual scanning, forward
and reverse at four times, 16 times and 120 times normal speed, along with
random search and pause, stereo sound and two-channel bilingual sound.

In reviewing the progress of the "CED" VideoDisc system in the United States
market, Dr. Brandinger noted that total dollar sales of players and discs in
the introductory year exceeded the combined total of black-and-white TV, color
TV and VCR's in their first year of sales by more than $90 million.

CANNES, France, October 17 -- Video disc activity is picking up momentum in the
United States and sales of players and albums combined should exceed the $200
million-mark in 1982, an RCA executive predicted today at VIDCOM '82.

"This is a significant achievement which becomes even more dramatic when viewed
against the economic environment of the past year," according to Thomas G.
Kuhn, Division Vice President, RCA VideoDiscs.

He attributed the strong performance to a reduction in the basic video disc



player price to below $300, the addition of two stereo players to the line, a
broadly expanded catalog of programs available at retail, and the desire to
build home video libraries.

Mr. Kuhn said consumers are buying discs at a faster pace than anticipated,
with those owning their players a year or more owning an average of
approximately 30 discs.

Noting that the Electronics Industry Association (U.S.) has estimated video
disc player sales at between 250,000 and 350,000 units this year, and video
disc sales at between 5 million and 7.5 million albums, Mr. Kuhn said, "We're
looking at a business that could range from $200 million to almost $300 million
at retail value, depending on total sales for the year."

RCA and CBS/Fox Video both make the video discs that can be played on any
Capacitance Electronic Disc (CED) player. Their catalogs, together with titles
from MGM/UA, should approximate 400 by year-end. Another 300 or more titles are
expected to be released in 1983.

Mr. Kuhn said the "CED" system has become the preeminent video disc system in
the United States consumer market because of its high reliability, excellent
quality and low cost. "The CED video disc represents the best home
entertainment buy on the market," he added.

So far in 1982, he said, RCA has taken several steps to strengthen the video
disc business. These include:

-- Introduction of stereo players and discs which has broadened the appeal of
the "CED" system;

-- Expansion of the CED player line to include four models, two monaural and
two stereo, giving consumers a choice of players to fit most budgets;

-- Use of major consumer promotions to heighten interest and awareness in the
"CED" system, including a free "Star Wars" video disc with the purchase of any
RCA video disc player.

Mr. Kuhn said consumer reaction to the offering of current movies such as "On
Golden Pond" and "Superman" had a very positive impact on sales this summer,
particularly when retailers offered the discs free with the purchase of a
player.

"It is evident that software is a very profitable repeat business, especially
for those dealers who stock and display a wide variety of 'CED' titles in their
stores. As we have contended all along, the software sells the hardware," Mr.
Kuhn said.

I've got some updates in my efforts to restore RCA CED players and discs...

Has anyone found a universal remote control that will work with the SJT300 and
SGT250?  I've been seeking a remote for these machines and have had no luck.  I
even found a remote for my long-gone 1976 RCA TV at one of the specialty remote
control Web sites but nothing for RCA disc players or the replacements that CED
Magic illustrates.

I have found a better way to remove the black ooze from J-series loader
mechanism belts. Goo Gone seems to just smear the ooze around. Lacquer thinner
(from a paint store)works great on the white nylon gears when they are removed
from the machine.  Use an old toothbrush (or your wife's) because it will ruin
the brush, but the gears come out sparkling clean. Use it sparingly on the
black chassis of the player because it appears to mar the plastic.  Lacquer
thinner WILL damage the player's finish so be very careful if you try it.

There are two gears that have thin spokes in the mechanism that moves the
player arm, presumably to absorb shock in the mechanism.  I've found several
players with the white gear broken.  I used epoxy (poured between the outer and
inner gears) to cement one back together.  I'd recommend epoxy paste because
the liquid I used wicked its way up the gear teeth and I spent quite a while
scraping it back out with a razor blade.  Player works great but I'm wondering
if eliminating the flex may cause a problem that I'm not seeing.  Seemed like a
better solution than cannibalizing another player for one gear.

Goo Gone, applied to a cloth and wiped over the surface, seems to do a pretty
good job of cleaning disc labels without damaging them.  It will only remove
certain types of contaminants but appears to leave little or no residue behind.
Goo Gone is great stuff.

I'm still looking for the circuitry that controls the braking of the turntable
on SJT-100 players.  I've got 2 players now that do not slow the platter when
the disc is done playing or "reject" is pushed. The disc then spins out of
position when it is lifted for unloading. I saw no mention of that circuitry in
the repair manual.  If you've experienced or found a cure for this problem, how
about dropping me a line?

Yahoo Auctions Japan usually has one or more VHD players listed at any moment
in time, so that is the most direct route to a player, albeit a rather
expensive one.

It's not likely you'll find anyone in the U.S. with extra VHD stuff for sale,
but I did find my Karaoke unit at a Karaoke bar that had brought it over here
from Japan. So it might be worthwhile making phone calls to every local
establishment listed under "Karaoke" in the phone book.

And their centerpiece is the one-and-only RCA Phantom TRK-12 transparent lucite
television which was displayed in the RCA Pavilion at the 1939 World's Fair:

This TV disappeared not long after RCA closed their small TV museum in the
1950's and its whereabouts were unknown for many years. In the 1980's, it
turned up in a storage facility in Israel and was brought back to North
America.



The museum is planning a tribute to John Logie Baird in the near future, and
I'm going to donate a CED player and selection of discs for them to possibly
display at the same time. In addition to the mechanical Televisor, Baird also
invented the first VideoDisc format called Phonovision, and the museum has a
few of those in their collection:

* Astronauts Vance Brand, Robert Overmyer, William Lenoir, and Joseph Allen
aboard the space shuttle Columbia return to Earth after its first operational
mission.
* The National Football League Players Association and the owners of 28 teams
reach a tentative agreement to end the strike that began on September 21. If
the agreement is ratified by the players, each team will play only seven more
regular season games. An expanded play-off series will involve 16 teams vying
for a Super Bowl berth.
* Chinese Foreign Minister Huang Hua and his Soviet counterpart, Andrey
Gromyko, meet for an hour and a half in Moscow following the funeral of Leonid

Mr. Willenson said the first of the MCA titles will become available at retail
in the first quarter of 1983. "The opportunity to license from MCA this package
of 20 significant motion pictures is a gratifying addition to the Capacitance
Electronic Disc (CED) library."

Thomas G. Kuhn, Division Vice President, RCA VideoDiscs, said "MCA has been a
leader in the home entertainment industry, and we look forward to their
continued support of our 'CED' system."

Mr Fiedler said, "We are pleased to have the Universal programming become
available on the 'CED' system in the United States and Canada. MCA is committed
to the exploitation of its software on all viable video disc systems. 'CED' has
established a place for itself in the consumer market and we will become an
important part of the 'CED' catalog."

* RCA PRESS RELEASE:
Retail Exposure Plays Key Role In Motivating Video Disc Buyer

Strong retail visibility is a critical factor influencing consumers' actual
decision to buy a video disc player, an RCA survey showed today.

In the latest survey of video disc owners, 43 percent said their initial
exposure to the product was in a retail outlet, according to Stuart Gray,
Division Vice President, Program & Market Research, RCA VideoDiscs.

He said 24 percent of the respondents admitted that their purchase was made on
impulse. "These people said their decision to buy was made after they had
entered the store and seen the retail display," Mr. Gray said.

Asked why they wanted the product, Mr. Gray said the largest percentage (67%)
said it was because a video disc player "lets you watch what you want when you
want." Other reasons cited, in order of popularity, included: "alternative to
television," "provides parental control over entertainment for children," and
"an inexpensive way of owning and collecting movies and other favorite
programs."

Overall product satisfaction, at high levels to begin with, continues to
increase with each survey, particularly in the case of selection and
availability of discs, he added. Of those surveyed, 59 percent cited the large
catalog selection as the reason they bought a video disc player. Another 42
percent cited ease of player operation.

Mr. Gray said, "We continue to see that cable television is not a competitive
problem in marketing video disc players, since VDP owners are more likely to
subscribe to cable -- both basic and pay -- than the general population. The
VDP owner also continues to be much more likely to own a video cassette player
than the general population (19% vs. 5%)."

Corroborating earlier surveys, Mr. Gray said the latest wave showed that the
video disc player is geared more to families with children than the video



cassette recorder, which continues to be more of a single, male-oriented
product.

Although available at retail for less than six months, "On Golden Pond" was the
most widely owned feature film among the respondents in this survey, followed
by "Casablanca," "The Black Stallion," "Airplane!," and "The Muppet Movie."

The top non-features owned included: "Disney Cartoon Parade, Vol. 1," "Star
Trek -- The Menagerie," "Jane Fonda's Workout," "Charlie Brown Festival, Vol.
11," and "Star Trek -- City On The Edge Of Forever."

December 11, 1982:
* A chemical tank explodes in Taft, Louisiana forcing the evacuation of more
than 20,000 local residents.

The Ronald McDonald House in New York, one of 43 internationally, is a



temporary home-away-from-home where families of children being treated for
cancer, leukemia, and other serious diseases can reside while the child
receives treatment at a nearby children's hospital.

Vivian Harris, President of the New York residence, said: "Although some
hospitals provide limited live-in accommodations, parents just can't be at a
child's bedside 24 hours a day. At a Ronald McDonald House, the parents have a
place to rest and let their other children lead as normal a life as possible.

You may be aware that one of the titles in the current Featured CED is
"Mickey's Christmas Carol" which has the unusual characteristic of including a
documentary on the making of this 1983 featurette on the same disc as the
program itself. Today, it's become almost expected that a "Making Of" video
will be included on DVD releases of new movies, with some actors demanding
extra pay to participate in such projects, and some DVD's even including audio
commentary tracks on the documentary itself.

Although these "Making Of" features pre-date the CED era, in those days the
material, if made available on video at all, was generally in a separately sold
package. The CED titles including the "Making of Star Wars" and "Making of
Raiders of the Lost Ark" documentaries come to mind. The "Mickey's Christmas
Carol" disc from November 1984 is not the first CED title to include the
documentary on the disc. The first would be "Making Michael Jackson's Thriller"
from December 1983. But I'm wondering if anyone is aware of any other video
titles on either tape or LaserDisc that predate this inclusion.

Subject: CED-related Holiday Gifts

Hello All:

Yesterday I participated in a seminar called "Techno Gadgets for Holiday Gift
Giving" and realized that subconsciously or not, I had picked a couple items
with a CED tie-in, albeit an obscure one. Here they are, in case anyone on the
list has an interest in a somewhat CED-related gift.

Forever Flashlight, about $30 on the web from various sites
http://foreverflashlight.com

The CED tie-in with this flashlight is that it uses a capacitor to store
electric energy, much like a CED uses a tiny varying capacitance to encode the
video signal. Unlike chemical batteries, capacitors have the disadvantage of
not being able to store electric charge for a prolonged period of time. The
Forever Flashlight overcomes this by using Faraday's Principle of
Electromagnetic Energy to charge up the capacitor just prior to use of the
flashlight. This is accomplished by simply shaking the light, with each shake
moving a powerful magnet through a copper coil, and generating a tiny bit of
electricity. About 15-30 seconds of shaking provides 5 minutes of light. Since
the "bulb" is a super-bright LED, it essentially never burns out, and this
flashlight could sit unused for years and still be ready for use after a half
minute of shaking.

This remote, with its large touchscreen and auto-backlighting, looks more like
an oversized PDA than a TV remote. The CED tie-in is its ability to learn the
program codes from an SJT/SKT 400 CED player remote control. The remote has
function buttons for nine different devices and on-screen prompts to guide you
through programming. It also has macro capability to control multiple devices
with a single button press. For instance, I have mine programmed so that a
macro button press turns on the the satellite receiver, turns on the amplifier,
switches the amplifier to the satellite input, turns on the TV, and switches
the TV video to the satellite input.

This DVD player is analogous to a CED player in that it uses slot-loading
rather than the pop-out tray method. It's the most compact full-featured DVD
player I've seen and handles just about any format including MP3 discs. The
slot-loading design means the player can be installed vertically in about 2" of
space (but don't try vertical positioning with your CED player, it does rely
upon gravity). If you happen to have a Philips receiver with a MULTI-5.1 jack,
this DVD player has a similar jack for enhanced functionality. There are scant
sources for the DVD580M player on the web, but Target department stores do
carry it.

In this instance, the stylus set down adjustment may be so far out that the
pickup arm is binding at the extreme rear of the player. SGT250 players seem to
be more susceptible to binding than other F/G models with function levers. Try
adjusting the landing screw a considerable ways inward following the
instructions at this URL:

"Of course, like all machines closing in on 20 years of age,
it has started to display an odd quirk.  No matter which side of a
disc that is inserted into the player, it starts 20-25 seconds into
the recorded material.  It often takes an abnormally long time
(Several seconds) for the player to actually start playing the disc
too. "

This has nothing to do with Forrest's player, or the age of his player.
The culprit here is the stylus cartridge.

The stylus is bonded to a long metal/graphite tube which is attached to
the cartridge with an electrode on the stylus end and positioned in a
rubber grommet on the other end.  If the tube is not positioned PRECISELY
in the rubber grommet, the 400 has trouble finding the 0:00 start point
and ends up dropping the stylus down wherever it is positioned over the
disc (about 0:20 in Forrest's case).

The 400 is much more sensitive to this mispositioning than the other
players in the J/K series.

Conditions that can amplify the symptom include a cool ambient
temperature; turntable height higher than normal; or a stylus cartridge



with some wear on it.

Forrest's best bet is to try a new/different cartridge.  Although it is
possible to reposition the tube in the rubber grommet I wouldn't
recommend trying it. This is an EXTREMELY delicate procedure and you can
very easily destroy your cartridge in the attempt (take it from me).
